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The country of Plato and Awistotle has confidence on justice of great
allies stop Pionecer also Greece with the allied nations in the cause of Jree-
dowme and justice she is convinced that afler the now accomplished resii-
tution of the Dodecanese; her northern frontiers from one end to the other
will include all that area which has been always Greek and from whick
in the past she has been expelled either by systematic barbarous means
or by international acts which have been fell by Greek people as mani-
Jest injustices stop.

Our country expects triumph of right and justification of our moral
and substantial contribution to allied cause by the wunanimous resistance
of Greece against the empives of the Axis helped by their Bulgarian
and Albanian salellites stop By God’s Javour judges to-day are those
nations who know that Greece has contributed the first wvictory lo the
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allied arrvay reversing thus the course of war stop QOur country having
thrown herself to the war and sacrifices without hesilation or negotiations
has shown she knowns to sacrifice hevself for the protection of the freedom
of nations stop

Sacred titles of people like the Greeks canmot be eliminated by violence
nor lapsed by time stop These titles in this moment of viclory become
exe/cuz‘ory and in their favour speak the principles of morality and the
repeated declarations of representatives of our big allies stop Victory cannol
mean Jor Greece perpetuation of z'nﬁtsz‘z'ce stop With unsubstantial terri-
lorial arvangements lhe restorvation of justice and fulfilment of the aims
of war are not realised stop Only the reincorporation to Greece of those
northern territories along the whole line where Hellenism has -thrived and
struggled for the promotion of civilisation ; only the definite and irrevo-
cable obstruction against the free descent of the persistent veversers of peace
will free the peaceful Greek people from the nightmare of hostile incursion
and will contyibute at the same time lo the securily of peace and safety of
this part of the earth abundantly walered with blood stop »

If to other European coundries lervitorial concessions of foreign neigh-
bourving areas arve made Jor exclusive and sole reasons of security, this also
should be done in a greater degree in favour of a country whickh has on her
side for such solulions in addition cither imprescriptible historical titles
or international acts with passed judgement on stop But also reasons of
elementary social justice among the Balkan slates more than the double
superior economically than Greece completely justify such solutions stop

Greece in all the noble causes of humanity without excepting the last
one has taken decidedly and al the proper lime her place in the struggle
and for this veason have to be allotted fo her once for all indispensable
conditions in order fto become a state capable to live by her own means
without being obliged lo have recourse lo the help of others stop Greece does
not ask move according lo the Charter of Atlantic, the decisions of Yalta
and the vepeated declarations of the big leaders of the United Nations than
to be able to live free of fear and want stop Greece having sustained remark-
able sacrifices and overwhelming destructions from four wnprovoked invadors
should have the priovity in vespect of repavations and a special international
procedure Jor no international moval will suffer lo leave intact the respon-
stble ones and Greece to become a wreck stop
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Reechoing the wvoice of the Academy of Plato confidently we address
ourselves lo the now deliberating in London international Areopagus.
