Dear Baron,

It s a pleasure and honour to me to welcome you in the premises
of the National Academy of Athens. As a fellow of the Royal Swedish
Academy of Sciences, you must feel at these premises as at home. My
colleagues in the Academy charged me to transmit their wishes for a good
health and success in your undertakings.

As a president of the Nobel Foundation, the Academy and the whole
counltry is honored to have you here in Athens, knowing very well that
behind the success and the great reputation attained by the Nobel Prizes
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is, not only the long tradition and the large awards, but also a very firm
and effective organization which cares and arranges, in the smallest detail,
all the formalities for the organization of the screening committees, of the
preparation of the dossiers of the every-year candidates, of the selection
procedures of the committees, and last, but not least, for the solemn cere-
monies for the prize presentations either in Stockholm or in Oslo. All this
meticulous and conscientious preparation of these procedures contributes
significantly to the success of the institution, which, as the time goes by,
gains more and more prestige, prominence and influence in the thinking
humanity.

It is well known that the Nobel Foundation, which is an independent,
non-governmental organization, was established some years after the death
of Nobel, in 1900, as the sole owner of the capital of the fund and the
appointed executor of the will of the donator. It is responsible for the eco-
nomic administration of the fund, and it is the soul of the Nobel organiza-
tion, since the will of Nobel did not actually bequeath the estate itself to
anyone, disposing only the yearly income of the estate. This yearly income,
it was stipulated in the will, should be divided in five equal parts and dis-
tributed “in the form of prizes to those who during the preceding year
have conferred the greatest benefit on mankind”.

The foundation, which was established after long disputes and con-
troversies, was charged to care after the prize presentation ceremonies in
Stockholm, on behalf of the Swedish prize awarding institutions. Moreover,
the Nobel symposia play an important role in the activities of the Foun-
dation. Besides these activities, the Nobel Foundation is in close relation
with the four Nobel Institulions and committees, which are in charge to
award the various Nobel prizes.

But all these and others, I assume, will be the subject of your confer-
ence and therefore I must not be retarded to confer to you the tribune.

In closing, I would like to conyey to you the gratitude of every
Greek citizen for the honour made to our country, to have two of ils most
important poets in our era, to be awarded with the Nobel prizes of literature.
We know all of us very well that, in the other disciplines, it is more dif-
ficult to have an access in the candidature, because not only the scientific
equipment of the country is as yet not up to the point for such a ven-
ture, but also we know equally well that, by the procedures adopted by
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the by-laws of the awards, relationships in science-subjects and areas, family-
trees and branches all over the scientific world, influence strongly the areas
of science, which receive the prizes.

And now I invite you to proceed to the tribune and deliver your
lecture.

NOBEL AND THE PRIZE FOR EXCELLENCE

OMIAIA TOY TENIKOY AIEYOYNTOY TOY IAPYMATOX NOBEL
BAPQNOY STIG RAMEL

I am deeply honoured being invited to address the Academy of
Athens. I am also deeply conscious of the fact that it was here in Greece
more than 2000 years ago that our Western civilization was born. It was
the spirit of Greece that started it all. The restless spirit challenging the
conventional wisdom, daring the Gods, the spirit that makes man sail out
of the peaceful harbour out to the stormy seas to discover new horizons.
The Nobel Prizes are the natural offspring of that spirit and, therefore, in
one sense, we are all children of Greece.

The Nobel Foundation came into being at the turn of the century,
and the first Prizes were given in 1901. The origin of the Prizes go, however,
back into the 19th century. They were conceived by a scientist and indus-
trialist, Alfred Nobel, who was born in Stockholm in 1833 and who became
a citizen of the world. He wrote his last will in Parts one year before he
died in 1896. He willed his enormous fortune to further what he had most
closely at heart : science, literature and peace.

During the past 80 years the Nobel Prizes have undoubtedly come
to play an important role in promoting these endeavours throughout the
world. It is, however, surprising that prizes originating in far away Scandi-
navia have been able to play such an important role. This, I believe, can be
explained in the following way.

1. THE FIRST TRULY INTERNATIONAL PRIZE

The international philosophy was clearly stated in Nobel's Last Will.
The Royal Academy of Sciences, the Karoline Institute, the Swedish Aca-
demy and the Norwegian Parliament, entrusted with the responsibility of
making the awards, followed Nobel’s intentions by introducing an interna-
