In accordance with its Regulations, the Academy of Athens convenes,
at the last regular meeting in December of each year, in Public Gala Session,
at which, after the address of the President, the General Secretary gives a
brief report on the activities of the Academy, its members and its services,
announces the distinctions awarded for that year, and gives notice of new prizes.

During the course of 1996, the following were added to the ranks of the
members of the Academy of Athens:

His All-Holiness the Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomaios, who has been
appointed an Honorary Member of the Academy of Athens.

Also absent from the Class of Natural Sciences is the foreign Fellow of
the Academy Bartel Leendert Vander Waerden, professor of Mathematics at
many universities in Europe and the United States.

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1. The distinguished poet Georgios T. Vafopoulos.

2. Prof. Vojislav Djuric, historian of Byzantine Art.

3. Prof. Jean Pouilloux, archaeologist and classical scholar, a fervent
philhellene who zealously upheld the cause of Cyprus after the Turkish inva-
sion.

1. Georgios Merikas was born in 1911 at Ayios Andreas, Kynouria, the
son of a doctor.

In 1933, he graduated with a first-class degree from the School of Medi-
cine of the University of Athens.

Between 1931 and 1937, he served, first as an assistant and then as lectur-
er, at the Evangelismos Hospital.

In 1937, he was awarded a doctorate in Medicine, magna cum laude.

From 1938 to 1951, with the exception of the time of his military service,
he worked as Consultant Pathologist at the university clinics housed in the
Aretaieio Hospital and provided his services as Consultant Pathologist at the
Aighiniteion Hospital. All the above services were rendered without salary.

In 1954, he was awarded a post-doctoral degree in Pathology and sub-
sequently worked as a scientist in various hospitals.

In 1960, he was elected Director of the 1st Pathology Clinic of the Evan-
gelismos Hospital, where he remained until 1970.

With a scholarship of the Fulbright Foundation he visited various cen-
tres ol science in America, while from 1957 to 1970 he devoted a month or six
weeks every year to visiting to medical centres abroad.

In 1970, he was elected Full Professor at the 2nd Pathology Clinic of the
University of Athens.

In 1977, he was elected a Full Member of the Academy of Athens, of which
he was President in the year 1988.

He was also elected a member of many foreign scientific institutions.

Prof. Merikas served as Minister of Health, Welfare and Social Security
in the all-party government presided over by the Academician Xenophon
Zolotas.

Georgios Merikas was a model scientist with a high sense of duty to society.

Up to the time of his death he never ceased to serve medical science with
devotion and to care for the sick with particular sympathy.
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2. Georgios Vlachos was born in 1912 at Tripoli in Arcadia.

He studied Law and Political Sciences in Athens, and received his post-
graduate education, with a scholarship, in Berlin and Paris, where he had a
long career as Director at the National Research Centre (CNRS).

In 1965 he returned to Greece as professor at the Panteio University.

Driven out by the military dictatorship, he returned to France as a
professor in various French universities.

After the restoration of legitimate government, he returned to his pro-
fessorship in Athens.

In 1983 he was elected a Full Member of the Academy of Athens, and
served as its President in the year 1990.

His keen interest in the improvement of the Academy’s research centres
resulted in the introduction, during his presidency, of Law 1894/90, whereby
these centres were radically re-organised and brought within the regulation
in force from the year 1985 as to the other research centres in Greece.

Georgios Vlachos was honoured by many universities and academies
for his multi-faceted work as a scholar and his contribution at an international
level to Science.

As is the case every year, new benefactors and donors have demonstrated
their respect, trust and regard for the Academy:

1. The °Lilian Voudouri’ Public Benefit Foundation has made a gift to
the Academy of the sum of 200,000,000 drs for the purchase and alteration
of a building to house the Folklore Museum and the services of the Academy’s
Research Centre for Greek Folklore.

2. Mr. Panayotis Angelopoulos has made available to the Academy of
Athens, in memory of his brother the Academician Angelos Angelopoulos,
the sum of 100,000,000 drs, with a view to ensuring the equiping in an up-
to-date manner of the research centres and the improvement of the premises
and the safety of the neo-Classical Central Academy Building.

3. Praxitelis Argyropoulos left to the Academy of Athens:

a. a bequest of the sum of 200,000 US dollars with a view to the adverti-
sing, every two years, of a competition for postgraduate education abroad
of graduate civil engineers and agronomists and topographers;

b. a bequest of the sum of 100,000 US dollars with a view to the adver-
tising, every three years, of a competition (The Praxitelis and Sophia Arghy-
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ropoulos Prize) between Greek graduate civil engineers for an original theo-
retical or laboratory study in the fields of Hydraulic Science or Hydrology.

4. Achilleas Dionysopoulos bequeathed to the Academy of Athens an
office at a central point in the city, with a view to its being sold by auction,
and the advertising each year, from the sum realised, of a prize for the best study
on the subject of research into and the combating of the disease of cancer.

5. The Union of Greek Banks has made available to the Academy of
Athens the sum of 10,000,000 drs for the completion of the statue of the last
Byzantine Emperor, Constantine Palaeologus, by the sulptor and Academi-
cian Mr Yannis Pappas.

6. The European Investment Bank has given the sum of 6,500,000 drs
to maet the cost of organising, in the Central Building of the Academy of Athens
of an exhibition of works by the distinguished artist Yannis Moralis.

7. The Commune of Lindos has given the sum of 1,000,000 drs, gene-
rously donated by the Lindian brothsrs Georgios and Vasileios Papagapitos
for the advertising by the Academy of Athens of a prize for the writing of an
unpublished study of the history of Lindos from ancient times down to the
present.

At the two gala sessions of the Academy, held to commemorate 25 March
1821 and 28 October 1940, the speakers were, respectively, the Academicians
Messrs Constantinos Grollios, on the subject ‘The Liberation of 1821 and the
Contribution of Greek Men of Letters’, and Athanassios Panagos, on the sub-
ject ‘7940-41: The Battle at Sed’.

The annual gala session of 28 October was devoted to the memory of the
late Academician Admiral Ioannis Toumbas.

Special sessions were held on the occasion of:

1. The hundredth anniversary of the birth of Dimitrios Mitropoulos, at
which the speaker was the Academician Mr Menelaos Pallantios.

2. The 400th anniversary of the birth of the French philosopher René Des-
cartes, at which the speaker was the Academician Mr Constantines Despoto-
poulos, on the subject ‘Life and Discourse of Descartes (400th Anniversary of
his Birth)’.

3. The hundredth anniversary of the death of Charilaos Trikoupis, at which
the speaker was the Academician Mr Aristovoulos Manessis, on the subject
of ‘Charilaos Trikoupis, the Modernising Politician’.
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4. Special sessions were also held for the proclamation of the ‘Lilian Vou-
douri Public Benefit Foundation and Mr Panayotis Angelopoulos as Major
Benefactors of the Academy.

At the session held for the proclamation of Mr Panayotis Angelopoulos
as a Major Benefactor of the Academy, the proceedings were opened by an
address by the President, Mr Ioannis Pesmazoglou, in memory of the late Aca-
demician Angelos Angelopoulos.

Exhibitions of paintings by Yannis Moralis and of paintings of the action
of the Navy in the 1940-41 war were also held.

Special sessions were held for the reception of the following new member.

A. The Overseas Fellow of the Academy in the Class of Moral and Political
Sciences Mr Nicholas G. L. Hammond. The meeting was opened with a greet-
ing from the President, Mr Ioannis Pesmazoglou, and the speaker was intro-
duced by the Academician Mr Michael Sakellariou. Mr Nicholas Hammond
delivered an address on the subject: “The political ideas and the political results
of Philip and Alexander’.

B. Corresponding Members:

Prof. Louis Frangois Hollender. The meeting was opened with a greeting
from the President, Mr loannis Pesmazoglou, and the speaker was intro-
du-ced by the Academician Mr Grigorios Skalkeas. Prof. Hollender delivered
an address on the subject: ‘Concerning euthanasia’.

In the Class of Letters and Fine Arts:

Prof. John Nicholas Coldstream. The meeting was opened with a greet-
ing from the President, Mr Ioannis Pesmazoglou, and the speaker was intro-
duced by the Academician Mr Spyros Iakovidis. Prof. Coldstream delivered
an address on the subject: ‘Minos Redivivus: Some nostalgic Cnossians of the
I9th century BC’.

In the Class of Moral and Political Sciences:

1. Prof. Michel Woitrin. The meeting was opened with a greeting from
the President, Mr Ioannis Pesmazoglou, who also introduced the speaker.
Prof. Woitrin delivered an address on the subject: ‘Valeurs Européennes et
Heritage Grec'.

2. The Most Reverend Metropolitan and Elder of Ephesus Chrysosto-
mos Constantinidis. The meeting was opened with a greeting from the Pre-
sident, Mr. Ioannis Pesmazoglou, and the speaker was introduced by the Aca-
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demician the Most Reverend Metropolitan of Pergamon, loannis Zizioulas.
The Most Reverend Metropolitan Chrysostom delivered an address on the
subject: ‘Orthodozy and Orthodox culture in Europe at the end of a millennium.
Historical review - food for though’.

During 1996, 29 addresses were delivered by Full and Corresponding
Members, 14 papers were read, and 5 new books were introduced at the Aca-
demy of Athens.

The members of the Academy, apart from their membership of the stand-
ing supervisory committees, which, in accordance with the provisions in force,
preside over the Academy’s research centres, and of various other ad hoc com-
mittees, were engaged more particularly in the following fields of sholarship
during the year now closing:

The Academician Mr Periklis Theocaris wrote and published in author-
itative journals abroad twenty scholarly articles, contributed special chap-
ters to three books, and took part in the reading of papers at two interna-
tional conferences, which as their Chairman, he opened.

The Aristotle University of Thessaloniki has awarded an honorary doctor-
ate to Mr Theocaris in the General Department of its Polytechnic Faculty.

The Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, by way of practical acknow-
ledgement of his support and friendship for the Serbian people during the
difficult period on the war in Yogoslavia, has presented him with its diploma
and medal.

The Academician Mr Manolis Hatzidakis, as Supervisor of the Research
Centre for Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Art, has been engaged in the direc-
tion and constant monitoring, at first hand, of the research activities of the
Centre.

It should be noted that the greater part of the work was carried out in
his own library at his home.

Mr Hatzidakis has been particularly concerned with the writing of the
introduction to the ‘Index of Byzantine Wall-paintings in Greece’, Vol. 1,
Cythera, and the book ‘Greek Painters after the Fall of Constantinople’ Vol.
2, I-Q, and the preparations for the exhibition and book on ‘Conservation
of Icons on Zakynthos (1953 earthquakes). Exhibition of work and relevant
studies’.
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The Academician Mr Themistoklis Diannelidis continued the research
work entitled ‘Models of development and differentiation of Rhodophyceae’,for
which he has the academic responsibility. This research began in May 1996
with the prospect of lasting for three years, is carried out in colaboration with
researchers, his former associates et the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki,
and is financed by the Academy’s Research Committee.

The Academician Mr Manoussos Manoussakas has put into operation
the research programme of the ‘ National Documents Film Library’, which has
as its aim the microphotography of all Greek books from 1476, to put a final
end to their constant disappearance.

This programme, having been approved by the Senate as a programme
of the Academy Library, has begun, and 1,000 titles of books and 36 micro-
fiches of documents of the 15th-18th century have already been entered on
the computer.

Mr Manoussakas also took part in the 8th International Conference on
Crete, and published four (4) works of scholarship.

The Academician Mr Constantinos Despotopoulos represented the Aca-
demy of Athens at: a. The Council of the Academies of Fine Arts of
Europe in Madrid; b. the gala session of the Academy of Brandenburg and
Berlin, where he drew attention to the historical seniority of the Academy of
Athens as the successor of the Academy of Plato, the first academy in the
world.

On the invitation of the Greek Embassy in Bonn, he spoke in Hamburg
on the subject of ‘Plato and German philosophy’.

Mr Despotopoulos has published his book ‘From the Rostrum of the
Academy’, which includes the addresses which he has delivered from time
to time on various important issues and the speeches which he has made at
public sessions of the Academy.

The Nea Smyrni Association has honoured him with its Gold Medal.

The Academician Mr Evangelos Moutsopoulos, represented the Academy
at the international Philosophy Congress held at Rabat, Morocco.

He served as chairman of four examining committees for doctoral theses
abroad, and as a member of the electoral colleges for the selection of professors.

He has taken part as principal speaker in a large number of international
conferences on philosophy abroad, the most important of which were in Rome
(which he himself organised), Paris, Montreal, and Varna in Bulgaria.
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He has once again been awarded an honorary university doctorate in
France.

As a member of the honorary committee for the celebration of the 150th
anniversary of the French School of Archaeology in Athens, he spoke in French
at the event to mark the occasion which was held at the Academy of Athens.

Mr Moutsopoulos continued his own free inter-disciplinary seminar on
philosophy, for the 15th year, in Athens, but with tours in the Greek pro-
vinces.

He also continued the operation of the Foundation for Research and
Publications on Modern Greek Philosophy, of which he is the founder, with the
completion, inter alia, of the last weighty volume of the philosophical works
of Petros Vrailas-Armenis, to be published shortly.

He was invited to collaborate with the Chinese Academies of Beijing and
Shanghai, at which he delivered lectures, as he did at the People’s University
of Beijing.

By invitation, he delivered a series of lectures at universities in Latin
America.

Mr Moutsopoulos has published, in a completely revised and illustrated
form, his ‘The Aesthetic Categories. An introduction to the evaluation of the aesthe-
tic object, which has already been translated into many foreign languages
and has been described as a classic, and at the same time revolutionary, work.

The Academician Mr Nikolaos Matsaniotis represented the Academy at

the meeting of delegates of the Medical Academies of the countries of the
European Union which was held in April in Lisbon and in November in Brus-
sels.

He was the guest of the Royal Medical Academy of Japan and spoke in
May in Madrid on medical training and the health system in Greece.

By invitation, he chaired and spoke at a considerable number of Greek
medical conferences.

He contributed to the writing and publication of six research papers in
international medical journals.

The Academician Mr Nikolaos Artemiadis represented the Academy at
the 25th General Assembly of the ICSU in Washington DC.

The Academician Mr Tassos Athanassiadis has been awarded Germany’s
international Herder Prize.
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The next two volumes of his novel ‘The Children of Niobe’ have been
published.

Mr Athanassiadis has delivered lectures both in the capital and in the
provinces.

The Academician Mr Grigorios Skalkeas took part in the work of seven
Greek and ten international conference.

He delivered the inaugural address at four conferences.

He gave two lectures at social events of a scientific content.

Mr Skalkeas published three works in the Greek and four original works
in the international medical Press.

He also read an original paper on carcinogenesis at the Academy of Athens.

The Academician Mr Nikolaos Konomis in the year 1996, besides edit-
ing the periodical Ellinika, published four essays and two book ecritiques.
Early in the year he was elected a member of the Society for the Promo-
tion of Greek Studies in London.

The Academician Mr Constantinos Tountas proceeded with his research,
funded by the Research Committee of the Academy, entitled ‘An evaluation
study of the part played by the Aretaieio Hospital as a pilot-hospital in the hos-
pital network for health promotion of the World Health Organisation’, and took
part in Greek and international medical conferences as honorary chairman
and speaker.

The Academician Mr Aristovoulos Manessis took part as chairman co-
ordinator in:

The 1st Law Conference organised by the Scholarship-holders’ Asso-
ciation of the Alexander Onassis Public Benefit Foundation on the subject
1975-1995. Twenty years of implementation of the Constitution’.

A conference on the subject ‘The first twenty years of the Constitu-
tion of 1975. Findings and prospects’.

A conference held by the University of Athens and the Municipality
of Mesolonghi in memory of Charilaos Trikoupis.

He was a speaker-rapporteur at a conference organised by the Depart-
ment of Linguistics of the Arts Faculty of Athens University on “Twenty
years since the establishment of Modern Greek (Demotic) as an official lan-
guage’, on the subject “The Modern Greek language in legal theory and pra-
ctice’.
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Within the framework of a special event organised by the Ministry of
Education and Culture of Cyprus, he gave a lecture in Nicosia on the subject
“The contribution of N.I.and N.N.Saripolos to the theory of Constitutional Law’.

The Most Reverend Metropolitan of Pergamon, the Academician Ioan-
nis Zizioulas, gave a series of lectures at the University of London.

He was awarded by the Archbishop of Canterbury the premier medal
of the Gold Cross of St Augustine for his contribution to international theolo-
gical literature.

He took part in the International Conference of Orthodox Theological
Schools held in Bucharest, Romania.

He worked as a member of the Managing Committee of the Greek Open
University now being set up on the preparations for its operation.

He accompanied the Ecumenical Patriarch on his official visits abroad
and represented the Ecumenical Patriarchate in international conferences and
delegations.

His book ‘L’étre ecclésial’ has now been translated and published in Ro-
manian.

In Italy, he published his book ‘Eucaristia e Regno di Dio’.

The Academician Mr Panos Ligomenidis represented the Academy at the
9th three-day ‘Amaldi Conference’, held in Geneva on the subject ‘Problems
of security at the end of the twentieth century’.

He took part in international research conferences, was the author of
research proposals for financing from the programmes of the European Union,
has drafted a technical study of the work of improving the acoustics of the
Aula, and has supervised this work.

He has been honoured with a scroll for the advancement of Greek Know-
ledge, Research and Learning by the Union of Graduates of American Uni-
versities of the Helleno-American Union.

The Academician Mr Constantinos Stephanis was re-elected;

Chairman for a term of office of five years of the International Com-
mittee for the Prevention and Cure of Depression (PTD) and Chairman of
the Alcoholism and Drug Addiction Department of the World Psychiatry
Society.

He was elected:

Honorary Chairman of the Inspectorate (Board of Management) of
the Aighiniteio University Hospital, and of two international conferences.
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The General Assembly of the World Psychiatry Society in Madrid
confirmed his life membership, honoris causa, of the Society’s Council.

He published with his associates eight original research papers in inter-
tional scientific journals and took part in the reading of papers at a large
number of international and Greek conferences.

Mr Stephanis undertook the chairing of the Executive Committee of the
International Education Programme on depression, and is one of the four
members of the Executive Committee of the International Educational Pro-
gramme on schizophrenia.

He was invited by various scientific societies and organisations at home
and abroad to deliver addresses of a scientific content.

He continued, in his capacity as Director, the efforts being made to com-
plete the development of the University Research Institute for Mental Health
both at the level of of its buildings and equipment infrastructure and at that
of the advancement of research programmes.

The Academician Mr Constantinos Grollios represented the Academy
at the 70th Meeting of the General Assembly of the International Union of
Academies in Brussels.

The Academician Mr Pavles Mylonas visited and gave an opinion on
the building at 3 Ipitou st., intended for the housing of the Research Centre
for Greek Folklore.

He undertook the advancement of the restoration work of the Chapel
of St Irene (known at the ‘Rinaki’) in Plaka, the bequest of the late Acade-
mician Amilkas Alivizatos.

The Academician Mr Nikolaos Valtikos was elected President of the
Curatorium of the Academy of International Law at The Hague. He was also
unanimously elected a Corresponding Member of the Academy of Moral and
Political Sciences of the Institut de France.

The Centre for the Compilation of the Historical Dictionary continued its
work of compiling the Historical Dictionary at all levels (collection, recording
and storing in the archives of new material and a first draft of new entries),

It printed the 20th volume of the periodical ‘Lexicographical Bulletin’
acquired six (6) new manuscripts, the fruit of the research work of the mis-
sions which carry out the Centre’s research.

It is going ahead rapidly with the pilot programme for the computeris-
ation of the Centre, which is being carried out in collaboration with the Word-
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processing Institute and by the Ministry of Technology and Research and
has as its aim the speeding up of the work on the electronic preservation of
its valuable archives.

The computer data base of the Place-names Archive has been enriched
with some 2,500 new entries from the Prefecture of Magnesia.

The reseachers of the Centre took part in Greek and international con-
ferenses and in linguistic missions.

The Research Centre for Greek Folklore has acquired its own premises
in the form of a building at 3 Ipitou St, the gift of the Lilian Voudouri Public
Benefit Foundation. Thus it is now hoped that it will be possible within the
coming year for the Centre to be installed and developed on a suitable and
dignified site.

It continued and advanced this year its research programmes now in
progress.

The research workers of the Centre read papers at conferences, took part
in cultural events, and published studies.

The procedures have been set in motion for the commissioning of the
conservation of the objects in the Centre’s museum collection.

The Research Centre for Medieval and Modern Greek History continued
and advanced this year its research programmes now in progress.

Its Director and researchers took part in research missions and read papers
at conferences.

The Research Centre for Greek Law published the 32nd volume of the
Centre’s Yearbook and continued its programmes in progress.

The Director of the Centre played an active part in the preparations for
academic collaboration between the Academy of Athens and the Academy
of Berlin-Brandenburg.

The Research Centre for the History of Modern Hellenism completed
the 12th volume in the series “Memorials of Greek History’ entitled ‘Ali Pasha
and the Greek Revolution: Consular Reports of William Meyer from Preveza,
1822’, and has continued its programmes in progress, in which the Director,
the researchers, and those seconded to the Centre are inolved.

The Centre for the Publication of the Works of Greek Writers completed
the preparations for three new publications.

The research workers of the Centre read papers at conferences and publi-
shed their own studies.
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The Centre for Astronomy and Applied Mathematics continued in 1996
its activities in various research programmes being carried out by its staff
and by Greek and foreign academic associates.

The research activities of the staff of the Centre resulted in eight scienti-
fic papers which were read at various conferences and published in authori-
tative scientific journals abroad and in Greece.

Nine other scientific studies are to be published in the coming year.

The Research Centre for Greek Philosophy printed double volumes 25-26
of its yearbook PHILOSOPHIA’ and completed the preparations for the
publication of volume 27.

It printed the work of the Director of the Centre, Ms A. Kelesidou, ‘The
Philosophy of Xenophanes’ and the first half-volume of the collective work
“The concept of freedom in Modern Greek thought’.

A second half-volume of this work, which is included in the programmes
of the Research Committee, is in the press.

it also continued work on the programme ‘The concept of Hope in Neo-
Platonic thought', which has been approved by the Research Committee.

The research staff of the Centre read papers at conferences and published
their own studies.

The Bureau for Scientific Terms and Neologisms continued the card-
indexing from the daily Press of neologisms of the Modern Greek language:
expressed foreign-language words in Greek, and, on the request of the Euro-
pean Commission of the European Union, rendered foreign words into the
Greek language.

The Supervisory Committee of the Bureau discussed and approved
the rendering into Greek of French terminology concerned with the sea of
the Inter-ministerial Committees on Terminology of France.

The Director of the Centre, in collaboration with professors of the Uni-
versity of Athens, has rendered into the Greek language French terminology
on acid rain, as required by the Terminology Bureau of the European Union.

The Centre is also going ahead with the completion of the material for
the publication of the 6th volume of the Bulletin of Scientific Terminology
and Neologisms.

The Research Centre for Physics of the Atmosphere and Climatology
completed the two research programmes which have been financed by the
Research Committee of the Academy of Athens.
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1. “Collection and processing of the meteorological data of Corfu for the period
1800-1990°, under the academic direction of the Supervisor of the Centre,
the Academician Mr A. Galanopoulos.

2. “Dissemination of ultra-violet solar radiation through the atmosphere in the
Athens region’, under the academic direction of Prof. Omiros Mantis, Corre-
sponding Member of the Academy of Athens.

The Centre took part in the research programme PAUR, whose aim is
the experimental determination of the constitution of the atmosphere and
its fine texture both on the ground and in the free troposphere with simultaneous
measurements of the radial flow of ulta-violet radiation and of the rates of
the photodecomposition of certain photochemical gases.

The programme was co-ordinated by the Laboratory of Physics of the
Atmosphere of the University of Thessaloniki, with the participation of many
universities and research centres in Greece and the rest of Europe.

The findings of this programme will be published in the next few months.

Within the framework of the above research programmes, Mr Omiros
Mantis, Emeritus Professor of the University of Minnesota, USA, and Corres-
ponding Member of the Academy of Athens and other university professors
collaborated with the staff of the Centre.

Six (6) scientific works were compiled and included in the Centre’s series
of studies and publications.

The Research Centre for Antiquity continued its work of the Neolithic
programme, the Creto- Mycenaean Programme, the Classical, programme, and
on the Corpus Vasorum Antiquorum, Corpus Signorum Imperii Romani, and
Tabula Imperii Romani international programmes, which are under the super-
vision of the Centre.

The Director and research workers of the Centre took part in excavations,
read papers at conferences in Greece and abroad, and published studies of
their own.

The Research Centre for Greek Society completed two works in the ‘Ethics
and Deontology in Medicine and Legal Science’ programme, and the work ‘Admi-
nistrative De-centralisation and Regional Local Government’. It also continued
its work on two other research programmes.

Because of the death of the Academician Georgios Vlachos, who was
responsible for the programme ‘The Contribution of Greece in the Second
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World War and the National Resistance’, the lodging of the final report was
not possible.

The Director and researchers of the Centre published articles and studies
and read papers at conferences, seminars, etc.

The Research Centre for Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Art continued
its work on the following five research programmes: General Index of Byzantine
Wall-paintings in Greece, Index of Byzantine Wall-paintings of Cythera, Index
of Byzantine Wall-paintings of the Dodecanese, Index of Byzantine Wall-pain-
tings of Veria, and Greek Bibliography on Byzantine and Post-Byzantine Archaeo-
logy and Art (a new programme), which have been financially supported in
part by the Academy’s Research Committee.

In the year 1996, the photographic archive, the archive of architectural
drawings, the archive of drawings of wall-paintings, and the library of the
Centre were enriched with new material.

The Bureau for Theoretical and Applied Mechanics went ahead with its
three research programmes which are financed by the Research Committee
of the Academy of Athens, compiled and sent for publication in foreign jour-
nals twenty original scientific articles, and published a volume containing
the speeches made at the Athens Technical University in honour of the Aca-
demician Mr Periklis Theocaris.

The Research Bureau for Theoretical Mathematics organised, together
with the Department of Geometry of the Aristotle University of Thessalo-
niki, the 4th International Geometry Conference, held in Thessaloniki. The
Chairman of the Organising Committee was the Academician Mr N. Arte-
miadis.

Some 130 interesting scientific papers were read, 30 of which were by
Greek scientists. Scientists from around 30 countries (Europe-America-Austra-
lia, etc.) took part in the conference.

The Organising Committee consisted of the Academician Mr N. Arte-
miadis and Mr N. K. Stephanidis, Professor at the Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki and Corresponding Member of the Academy of Athens.

The sponsors of the conference were:

a. The Academy of Athens.

b. The University of Thessaloniki.

c. The Alexander S. Onassis Public Benefit Foundation.

d. The Greek State Tourist Organisation.
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The Research Committee of the Academy approved 23 new research pro-
grammes, the continuation of financing for 13 research programmes, and 26
progress reports on work on research programmes.

Completed reports with the conclusions and proposals of 11 research
programmes were submitted to the Committee.

The book ‘The Concept of Freedom in Modern Greek Thought’ by the Director
of the Research Centre for Greek Philosophy, Ms Anna Kelesidou, was publi-
shed, while two more books are in the press.

During the closing year, 1,632 Greek and foreign-language books and
756 periodicals were added to the Library of the Academy.

A total of 1,091 volumes of the Academy’s publications were made avail-
able free of charge to institutions and researchers or were exchanged.

The Central Library has been linked on a network with all the research
centres and offices of the Academy.

Furthermore, following the linkage by the appropriate cabling of all the
buildings which house the research centres and offices, a link was established
with the ‘Internet’ international information network, via the Library.

Work on retrospective electronic cataloguing is going ahead rapidly. In
addition, all scientific books and journals bought are now catalogued and
entered on the data base before being channelled to the research centres.

From the income from the bequests which the Academy manages and
administers, 15 new scholarships for postgraduate study in Greece and abroad
in various disciplines were established in 1996.

The distinctions awarded in 1996 were the following.

A. On the recommendation of the Class of Natural Sciences:

A 1. A Samourkeion Foundation Prize, with a cash award of 1,000,000
drs, to the Association of Greek Lady Guides for its contribution to the pro-
tection of woodland and of nature generally and to the improvement of the
quality of life, as well as for its achievements over a total of 64 years.

Of particular note is the tree-planting programme which the Association
of Greek Lady Guides has implemented since 1994 in very many regions of
the country, with a view to increasing the total area planted.

In line with this purpose, it brought out, in collaboration with the Mini-
stry for the Environment, Planning and Public Works, the volume entitled
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‘A tree gows up with you’, which gives information on the identification of
woodland trees, the prevention of fire damage, and ways of conserving woods.
The text also deals with Greece’s national forests, woodland for sport,

trees with conservation orders, etc.
A 2. An Emmanouil Benakis Prize, with a cash award of 800,000 drs,

awarded for practical and effective efforts to improve the fishery of the Greek
seas and wetlands and of Greek overseas fishing, to Mr Giorgos Makroyannis

for his book ‘Safety Handbook for Fishing Vessels’.
Mr Makroyannis’ study deals with the seaman’s art (general safety mea-

sures for vessels), fishing tasks, safety measures, rescue measures, media requir-
ed in navigation, etc. and includes many pictures and tables, together with
a bibliography.

Its purpose is the improvement of safety conditions in seafaring and
navigation and it is a very valuable guide for fishermen.

A 3. A Constantine Ktenas Prize, with a cash award of 700,000 drs,
from the income of the Efthymia Metsari Bequest, for the writing an original
work on mineralogy, to Mr Athanassios Katerinopoulos and Ms Eftychia Zi-

simopoulou for their work on ‘The Minerals of the Lavrio Mines’.
This is a lengthy work with a large number of diagrams and carefully-

taken photographs of minerals from Lavrio, which, as is well-known, is a bound-
less natural museum, where more than 250 minerals are to be found.

The work contains a systematic account of the minerals, including the
rare ones, as well as a X-ray arrangement and description of them.

The whole structure and presentation of the text is painstaking.
A 4. A Constantine Ktenas Prize, with a cash award of 700,000 drs,

from the income of the Efthymia Mertsari Bequest, for the writing of an ori-
ginal work promoting a knowledge of the geology of Greece, to Mr Evangelos
Kamberis, Ms Stella Tsaila - Monopoli and Ms Chrysanthi Ioakeim for their work
entitled ‘“Tertiary geological and palaeographic evolution of the north Pelo-

ponnese (life-lithostromatography-tectonics’).
This is a noteworthy work, with many diagrams, tables and maps, which

makes a substantive contribution to the study of the strata and sediments
of the Peloponnese-Aitoloakarnania flysch and provides solutions to problems

concerning the tertiary system of the Peloponnese.
A 5. An Epameinondas Papastratos Prize, with a cash award of 700,000

drs, for the best work dealing with areas of Algebra,to Prof. Michalis Malia-
kas for his work entitled ‘Resolutions and Parabolic Schur Algebras’.
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This is a work of importance which includes new results of interest to
those concerned with algebraic sets and is written with clarity and elegance.

The chief effect of the work, which is marked by originality, is to extend
the recent results arrived at by Doty and Woodcock.

A 6. A Smyrni Marangou Prize, with a cash award of 500,000 drs, in
memory of her brother Georgios P. Marangos, a doctor and microbiologist
from Lefkada, on the 50th anniversary of his death, awarded to a Greek medi-
cal scientist who has done the most noteworthy work in the field of Micro-
biology in the last five years, to the doctor and microbiologist Mr Andreas
Mentis.

Since Mr Mentis began his medical career in 1982 he has been concerned
exclusively with Microbiology, as his specialisation in training (1983-1986),
as a research doctor in the bacteriological laboratory of the Greek Institut
Pasteur (1987-1990), and as head of that laboratory down to the present.

At the same time, he has been head of the diagnostic department of the
Greek Institut Pasteur since 1993.

He has taken part in many educational seminars and received his post-
graduate training at the St Louis Hospital in Paris.

He has published a large number of studies, of which ten have won awards
both in Greece and abroad, and has read some 60 papers at Greek and foreign
conferences.

A 7. A Smyrni Marangou Prize, with a cash award of 500,000 drs, in
memory of her father, Philippos Marangos, a doctor and gynaecologist from
Lefkada, on the 40th anniversary of his death, awarded to a Greek medical
scientist who has produced important work in the field of Gynaecology during
the last five years, to the obstetrician and gynaecologist Mr Dimitrios Lou-
tradis.

Mr Loutradis, after specialising in Gynaecology and Obstetrics, went
to the United States on a scholarship and worked as Fellow in the Obstetrics
and Gynaecology Clinic of Harvard University. There he received postgra-
duate training in Assisted Reproduction.

Mr Loutradis is a dedicated young scientist who has already made a con-
tribution to research, is unusually industrious, and has the highest possible
standards.

His study entitled “The suspension of development of embryos in vitro
because of the presence in the culture fluid of nucleotide hypoxanthine’ opened
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up new paths in the understanding of biological processes in the development
of embryos.

The 83 foreign-language and 73 Greek studies which he has written also
concentrate on important pioneering subjects and have been published in
the most authoritative journals on his subject.

His scientific work has been recognised by the award of a number of
prizes.

Mr Loutradis has delivered 52 lectures and talks at international and
Greek conferences and has published two books.

In 1990, he spoke by invitation at the Harvard Medical School.

The crowning achievement of his scientific and research career has been
the setting up and successful operation of the Unit of Extracorporeal Ferti-
lisation of the University of Athens.

A 8. A Prof. Aristeidis F. Pallas Prize in memory of the late eye surgeon
Alexander Avdalis, with a cash award, to the blind schoolgirl Eleni Karypidou
who attends the first class of high school, where she has received top marks
for her diligence, has shown exceptional industry, and has the highest stan-
dards.

A 9. A Prof. Aristeidis F. Pallas Prize, with a cash award of 400,000
drs, for the best work in areas of Mathematical Analysis, to Mr Spyridon A.
Kourouklis for his work entitled “The Asymptonic Stability of the Difference
Equation xn-axnt bxn=0’, which was published in the Journal of Mathe-
matical Analysis and Applications.

The work is of great interest and arrives at important original conclu-
sions.

The writer employs the conclusions which he reaches to give a simpler
proof of a well-known theorem of Levin and May.

A 10. A Prize to the Society for Dental and Stomatological Research
on the completion of 50 years of service in the field of Greek dentistry.

This non profit-making society, which has functioned without interrup-
tion since 1946, has as its purpose the training of dentists in all areas of modern

dentistry.
It also organises public scientific conferences, portgraduate courses,

seminars given by distinguished scientists, symposia on clinical dentistry,
day conferences, and lectures on the biology of the mouth.
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Within the framework of its valuable public benefit work, the Society
for Dental and Stomatological Research publishes every two months the
scientific Journal ‘Dental and Stomatological Progress’.

B. On the recommendation of the Class of Letters and Fine Arts:

B 1. A Silver Medal to the Istituto per la Storia e I’Archeologia della
Magna Graecia for more than thirty years of uninterrupted study and publi-
shing of the civilisation of Magna Graecia.

The Institute has its headquarters in Taranto, Italy, and was founded
on the initiative and with the support of historians and archaeologists of the

University of Naples.

Every year it holds conferences on history and archaeology attended
by Italian and foreign scholars and publishes the papers read at these. These
conferences have each a predetermined subject having to do with Magna
Graecia.

Of particular interest are the annual reports of the inspectors of anti-

quites on the excavations which have been carried out in these areas.
Apart from the Proceedings of the conferences, the Institute also publi-
shes self-contained studies by distinguished scholars on subjects concerning

the region.
The existence of this important institute in Taranto is a demonstration

of love and interest for what was once Magna Graecia and its civilisation.
Today’s inhabitants of this region are proud of this cultural heritage
and they preserve it, cultivate it, and make it known by dedicated study and

publicisation.
B 2. A Bronze Medal to Mr Tanino De Santis, publisher and editor for

30 years of Magna Graecia, which is a journal of standing throughout Europe
and America and assists in the preservation and strengthening of the idea of
Magna Graecia by means of historical, archaeological, cultural and mytho-
logical scholarship.

Mr De Santis, who founded Magna Graecia in 1966 and kept it going in
spite of great difficulties, has remained its editor, but is assisted today by a
seven-member committee of university professors.

More than 230 historians and archaeologists from all over the world
have contributed to the pages of the journal.

The noble zeal of Mr De Santis has been recognised by the President of
the Republic of Italy by the award to him of a medal for his work in the cause
of culture and art.
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B 3. A Bronze Medal to Mr Miltiadis Chatzopoulos, Director of the
Centre for Greek and Roman Antiquity at the Natural Research Foundation,
for his work, as a whole, as a researcher, writer, and teacher.

Mr Chatzopoulos is a Corresponding Member of the German Archaeolo-
gical Institute and a member of the Praesidium of the International Union
for Greek and Roman Epigraphy. His research publications have been most
favourably received at an international level.

He has taken part in 29 international meetings (conferences-symposia,
etc.). A list of his works includes 82 titles.

Since 1987, he has presented, assessed and commented on the publications
and studies in the Bulletin Epigraphigue of ancient inscriptions from Macedonia

which have been published in verious countries in the course of the preceding
year.

B 4. A Medal for Care for Antiquities to the sea-captain Mr Antonios
Hatziantoniou, resident of Kalymnos, and to the schoolboy Stelios Tzinevra-
kis, resident of Astrikas Kissamou.

Mr Hatziantoniou, the owner of a motorised fishing-boat, handed over
to the Inspectorate of Maritime Antiquities a bronze female statue of a height
of 1.80 m. and a weight of 20 kilos, which he brought up in his fishing-boat
from the bottom of the sea in the region north-east of the island of Pserimos.

Stelios Tzinevrakis handed over ceramic finds and indicated to the In-
spectorate for Prehistoric Antiquities the location of a tomb of the Geometric
period with a wealth of contents.

B 5. An Eleni and Panos Psimenos Prize, with a cash award of 800,000
drs, for a work of historical content published in the last five years, divided
equally between MsMachi Paizi-Apostolopoulou for her book entitled ‘The
Institution of the Patriachal Exarchate, 14th-19th century’, and Mr Constanti-
nos Metallinos for his book entitled ‘Vassilissa Olga a destroyer in the mael-
strom of war’.

Ms Paizi-Apostolopoulou provides the first systematic treatment of ani
institution which made its appearance in Byzantium in the 14th century and

was abolished in the 19th.
The first half of this study examines the history of the institution from

its origins to its abolition. In the second part, the mechanism of its operation
is described. The third part gives in detail, in alphabetical order, the 126 istan-
ces of settlements which constituted partiarchal exarchates. The book closes
with some very useful tables.
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This original work makes an important contribution to the study of our
history and of an institution which up to now had not been the subject of
systematic research, and brings out its importance not only for the eccle-
siastical, but also for the social life of the enslaved Greeks.

Mr Constantinos Metallinos, in the tastefully printed 386 pages of his
work, with their wealth of authentic illustration, tells the story, from the
original sources, particularly the official archives, as well as from other
reliable testimony, of the action and fate of the legendary Greek destroyer
Vassilissa Olga, which saw action during the Second World War and was
sunk in September 1943 off Leros.

The author gives an account, marked by exactness and objectivity, in
the greatest possible detail of the heroic deeds of this Greek warship in phases
of the war which were critical and decisive for the outcome of the Allies’ efforts.

The narration is calm and impartial.

The book is a noteworthy contribution, one of the few to have been under-
taken, to an investigation of the history of the Greek Navy in times of war.

B 6. An Eleni T. Mykoniou Prize, with a cash award of 600,000 drs,
in memory of her parents Andromeda T. Mykoniou and Timoleon Mykonios,
awarded to a young first-class graduate student of the piano, to the 24 year-
old pianist Mr Ioannis Potamoussis, who is continuing his studies at the Hoch-
schule fiir Musik in Cologne, after attending piano seminars given by Greek
and foreign artists.

Mr Potamousis has appeared in concerts in Greece and Germany with
great success.

His enthusiastic penchant for perfection, combined with his hard work and
with a rare musical and technical ability to enter into the spirit of the compos-
er he is interpreting and convey to the listener the appropriate feeling, pro-
mises that he will very soon make his presence felt in the world of music.

B 7. A Spyros Motsenigos Prize, with a cash award of 350,000 drs, awar-
ded to a young Greek musician of distinction, to the 24 year-old cello soloist
Mr Yannis Tsitselikis.

Mr Yannis Tsitselikis made his first public appearance at the age of 13.
This was followed by a series of recitals in various cities of Greece, radio and
television broadcasts, and work as a soloist with the Athens State Orchestra,
the Thessaloniki State Orchestra, and the Radio and Television Symphony
Orchestra.
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He has taken part, and won distinction, in musical events and compe-
titions.

He continued his studies, on the scholarships from British Council and
the Onassis Foundation, at the Royal College of Music in London.

After taking his degree (1993), he was sclected to attend advanced lessons
in France under Janos Starker, with whom he continues to study at Indiana
University in the United States.

The achivements of Mr Tsitselikis at so early an age would be the envy
of artists much older than himself. He is an exceptionally talented young
cellist with a bright future as a soloist and performer in chamber music.

B 8. A Prize to the musician of many talents, composer, pianist and
conductor Mr Odysseas Dimitriadis for the whole of his activities as an artist.

Mr Dimitriadis was born in Batum, and has distinguished himself in
Russia and in twenty other countries of the world by his exceptional skill as
the conductor of an orchestra, conducting opera and symphonic works among
which an important place has been occupied by works by Greek composers.

It is now some time since he settled in Greece, the land of his fathers,
where he is fully active; in the past year he has been successfully conducting
the Thessaloniki State Orchestra.

The City of Athens awarded him in 1989, during the course of a symphony
concert, its Gold Medal, in recognition of his many years of generous contri-
bution to the world of Music.

B 9. A Prize to the painter Mr Georgios Manoussakis for his work as an
artist as a whole.

As a creative artist marked by his persistence and consistence in his quests
and the purely personal nature of his forms of expression, Mr Manousakis
made his first appearance in 1935 in a group exhibition when he was still in
the second year of his course at the School of Fine Arts.

A master of all the techniques of painting, he devotes the greater part
of his efforts to water-colours, while he is interested in all areas to subject-
matter.

Since 1940, he has taken part in other group exhibitions; his first personal
exhibition was held in 1952.

Many other exhibitions in Greece and abroad followed.

Determinative features of his language as an artist are the completeness
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of his design and the sureness of his composition, the studied rendering of
space and the economy of the colours.

A typical artistic figure of his generation, Giorgos Manousakis has served
the cause of Art for more than sixty years and has produced works which stand
out for their quality, their wealth of expression, and their emphasis on
painterly values.

B 10. A Prize to Messrs Costas and Despina Koutsikas for the work
‘Engravings of Chios. Vols 1, 2.

The publication of the Collection of Costas and Despina Koutsikas, with
the support of the Sons of Costis Lo Foundation, contains 114 engravings
on costume in the first volume and 167 engravings of maps and landscapes
in the second, covering the period from the second half of the 16th to the late
19th century.

The work stands out both for the quality of the pictures and for the cha-
racter and poetry of the texts, which permit us to acquaint ourselves with
various aspects of the life of Chios.

It is worth noting that all profits from the sale of the book will be made
available for the public-benefit purposes of the Sons of Costis Lo Foundation
on Chios.

B 11. A Prize to Ms Nelli Missirli for her book entitled * Ghyzis 1842-
1907, which is the first comprehensive -from every point of view- work on
this creator and teacher of modern Greek art.

This is a scholarly work which combines an exhaustive study of the
sources of every kind and a felicitous presentation of the works of Ghyzis,
and stands out for critical acuity and its methodical foundation, the exploitation
of all the possibilities of the bibliography and the wealth of the footnotes.

B 12. A Prize to Ms Efrosyni Doxiadi for her work “The Portraits of Fa-
yum’.

This work constitutes a corpus in which are included all the existing port-
raits found in graves at Fayum in Egypt, the encaustic style of which the author
analyses. A separate chapter is devoted to each archaeological site where the
portraits were found.

Ms Doxiadis does not hesitate to have recourse to specialist scholars,
archaeologists and others, in order to supply chapters which lie outside her
own specialist field, so that her work has the nature of a scholarly Handbuch
for a whole branch of painting.
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It is a known fact that a knowledge of this branch of Greek painting has
helped important modern Greek painters to penetrate to the roots of paint-
ing and so to enrich their own work.

B 13. A Prize to Mr Petros Theocharidis for his works:

a. ‘The Pomaks, the Muslims of Rodopt (history, origin, language, religion,
folklore), b. ‘A Pomak-Greek Dictionary’, c. ‘A Grammar of the Pomak
Language’, d. ‘A Greek- Pomak Dictionary’,

Mr Theocharidis, a teacher from Thrace, served for 12 years in Muslim
schools in the Prefecture of Xanthi.

He took advantage of this experience in order to collect material and to
publish studies on the problems of these schools, but above all to learn the
Pomak language and to publish the four large books which contain all that is
necessary to make the acquaintance, in a comprehensive, reliable and scholarly
way, of this mountain people.

B 14. A Prize to the artist-photographer Elli Souyoultzoglou-Seraidari
(Nelly’s) for her work as an artist in photography, which spans many years
and is known throughout the Greek world.

Her work is not simple transference by means of the lens of the camera
of on-going or insignificant moments of everyday life, but the formulation
by the sensitive eye of a gifted artist of images which transcend the moment,
time, in such a way as to remain in the optical mémory and to become enduring.

The sum total of her work, numbering some 30,000 negatives and photo-
graphs, Ms Souyoultzoglou has donated to the Benaki Museum.

On 24 July 1995, she was decorated by the President of the Republic,
in recognition of her activities and her work.

B 15. A Prize to Mr Ioannis Nikolaidis, awriter and teacher from Ioan-
nina, deeply involved in national, intellectual, cultural and social matters.

From an early age, Mr Nikolaidis has been concerned with writing, li-
terature and research into history and folklore.

He has so far published a large number of self-contained works. He has
practised every genre of writing: poetry, essays, narratives, travel writing,
newspaper articles and commentary, critiques, and historical studies, which
have been published in newspapers and periodicals.

The periodical ‘Epirot Focus’ and the Society for Epirot Studies owe their
existence largely to his initiative.
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Mr Nikolaidis also belongs to organisations connected with literature,
the arts, and education.

He has received awards from the Ministry of Education and other orga-
nisations.

He has been decorated by the State with the Gold Cross of the Order of
the Phoenix.

The Academy of Athens, in recognition of his intellectual, social and
cultural work in the Greek world generally, awards him its prize today.

B 16. A Commendation to the artist-photographer Mr Nikos Kasseris.

Mr Kasseris published in 1992 the first volume of his photographs of
Rhodes as part of the celebrations for the 2,400th anniversary of the founding
of the island’s capital.

His second book is of photographs of the Dodecanese.

The artist provides us with a satisfying overview of the houses and har-
bours of Rhodes and of the Dodecanese and enriches our visual images with
his fine work, which proves him to be a mature artist.

B 17. A Commendation to Ms Dora Monioudi-Gavala for her book enti-
tled “The town of Chios. Community, urban planning, architecture’.

This work covers various periods of the history of Chios, such as Byzantine
rule, Genoan rule, Turkish occupation, and the 20th century, and contains
many full-page illustrations and rare fine-quality maps.

It is prefaced by an examination of the structure of the society, which,
of course, has a significant influence on urban planning and architecture.

B 18. An Honourable Mention to Ms Aliki Tombrou for her book entitled
‘The shaded footsteps-monasteries of Moldavia and Transylvania’, in which
she gives us her emotionally-charged impressions of an on-the-spot insight into
these monasteries, pointing out the traces of the strong influence of Byzan-
tium.

The work consists of illustrations of the monasteries and brief accounts
of their history or legends.

C. On the recommendation of the Board of Management of the Costas
and Eleni Ouranis Foundation and by a resolution of the Plenum:

C 1. A Prize of the Costas and Eleni Ouranis Foundation for a work
of poetry, with a cash award of 700,000 drs, to Mr Thanassis Papathanasso-
poulos for his collection of poetry entitled ‘The Shade of the Absolute’.
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Mr Papathanassopoulos has published up to now sixteen collections of
poems, prose works, critical essays, folklore studies, and translations. His
literary production is constant, and his work is among the most worthy.
The collection of poems entitled ‘The Shade of the Absolute’ is a hymn to
the immortality of the soul, contrasted with rationalist ideas which tend to
reduce it to a process of a bodily function.

The successful linking of traditional and modern technique makes the
collection particularly attractive.

C 2. A Prize of the Costas and Eleni Ouranis Foundation for a work
of narrative prose, with a cash award of 700,000 drs, to Mr Nikos Skarakis
for his biographical novel about the poet Andreas Kalvos entitled “In the Shade
of Destiny’.

Mr Skarakis began his literary career in his adolescence with the publi-
cation of periodicals. He has published a large number of stories and novels,
which have been enthusiastically received by the critics.

His work “In the Shade of Destiny’ in a biographical novel dealing with
the poet Andreas Kalvos, written in tasteful Demotic Greek.

The whole of the poet’s difficult and turbulent life, and his eccentric
character, are brought before us in these papers. At the same time the period,
the people and the events of the poet’s life which had a decisive influence on
the shaping of his psychology and his character and of the sources of the inspi-
ration and style of his poetry are vividly portrayed.

C 3. A Prize of the Costas and Eleni Ouranis Foundation for a critique
or essay, with a cash award of 700,000 drs, to Mr Constantinos Kassinis for
his book “The fitting of apt words to things. The rhetoric of the odes of Kalvos’.

The author undertakes, by means of a detailed literary method, a syste-
matic examination of the poetics of Kalvos.

The wording, the syntax and the style of the odes are examined in detail
and a relation with, and indeed a dependence upon, the art of rhetoric of the
Enlightenment are revealed by means of irrefutable evidence.

The writer demonstrates that Kalvos composed by means of logical cate-
gories and that the economy of the “particles’ of his discourse follows the tea-
chings of rhetoric, that is ‘the fitting of apt words to things’, which makes
this discourse attractive and persuasive.
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The study of Mr Kassinis is an original literary approach to the poetics
of Andreas Kalvos and makes a substantive contribution to the interpreta-
tion of his poetry.

D. On the recommendation of the Class of Moral and Political Sciences:

D 1. A Silver Medal to the Union of Smyrniots for its 60 years of work
of the greatest importance, by which it has succeeded in preserving, with the
utmost reverence, heirlooms of the culture of Smyrna and in handing on to
the coming generations of the sentiments of devotion of their fathers to the tragic
Smyrna, a city Greek though and through from the most ancient times, a symbol
of the achievement and passions of many generations of Greeks on the east-
ern shores of the Aegean and in the hinterland of Asia Minor.

The Union of Smyrniots has carried out, and continues to carry out, this
work by the publication of a newspaper and a magazine, by the organisation
of exhibitions of archival material, lectures, conferences, radio and television
broadcasts, invitations to take part in competitions for the writing of

studies, and a wide variety of other events and initiatives.
D 2. A Prize of the "Leon Lemos’ Foundation, with a cash award of 1,000,0000

drs, preferably for a young person who has been active in overcoming the
disadvantages of his/her disability, divided equally between Constantinos

Petropoulos and Taxiarchoula Viskadouraki.
The 11 year-old schoolboy Constantinos Petropoulos was born prema-

turely, with the result that he suffered from cerebral palsy with spastic
quadriplegia and severe impairment of the tone of the tissues.

By means of constant physiotherapy in Greece and abroad, but above
all by his own iron will-power, he has managed not only to walk, but is also
able to cover long distances, to climb stairs, and to swim.

Taxiarchoula Viskadouraki is 27 years of age and lives in Mytilene.
She suffers from dermatomyositis and is totally incapacitated, with a

recognised 1009, disability. She was attacked by this rare disease at the age
of seven and spent many years in hospital. She has, nonetheless, succeeded
by the efforts which she has made in gaining a leaving certificate from eleme-
ntary school. While she was in hospital, she began to interest herself in puzzles
and collages. Although suffering from paralysis of the lower and ankylosis
of the upper limbs, she paints on cloth and canvas, and also produces cards,
which she sells to schools. She has had two personal echibitions of her work
in the foyer of the Mytilene Municipal Theatre and has taken part in three
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exhibitions in Aghiasos together with other artists who are persons with spe-
cial needs. She continues to paint and is currently planning a new exhibition.

D 3. A Prize of the Athanasios Botsis Foundation for the Promotion
of Journalism, with a cash award of 1,000,000 drs, for a book or study publi-
shed within the year 1995 by a Greek journalist on the subject of journalism
and the mass media in general, to Mr Nikos Papadimitriou for his three-volume
work ‘The Writers of Athenian Journalism’.

This book gives a picture of the literary, historical and critical writing
of Greek men of letters who have worked, full-time or as contributors, as jour-
nalists with the Greek daily or periodical Press.

D 4. A Karolos and Lili Arliotis Prize, with a cash award of 600,000
drs, in memory of their parents, Constantinos and Pighi Arliotis and Aristo-
telis and Maria Vlachopoulos, to Mr Toannis Holevas for an unpublished study
on the subject ‘The economic policy of Greece during the period 1950-1967.

This study contains frequent references to general thinking on the object-
ives of economic policy and developments during the period under exami-
nation.

The collection and organisation of the information and comments on the
subject, and the presentation of economic statistics by total magnitudes for
the period 1950-67 and for shorter periods, has been painstakingly carried
out. Also noteworthy are the observations and comments on specialised sub-
jects.

D 5. A Prize to the °Elpida’ Panhellenic Association for the Support
of Carriers of the AIDS Virus, and its President, Ms Mary Angel, for their
public-benefit philanthropic work.

This charity association, of a non profit-making character, was founded
in 1989, six years after the discovery of this fatal virus, when the transmission
of the disease had started to become a serious social problem in Greece.

Its basic aims are to contribute to care for those suffering from the dis-
ease and assistance and support for carriers of the virus, the related sensi-
tisation of society to their problems, the supply of information to society on
ways of transmission and prevention of the disease and, in general, an impro-
vement in the conditions and quality of life of our fellow-men who must live
with this fatal virus.

In order to achieve its aims, the association collaborates with the Mini-
stry of Health and Welfare and all the appropriate agencies.
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It already has some 400 volunteers and has helped in the setting up of
local groups and branches throughout Greece.

These noble and selfless efforts both of the association and of its vigorous
President, Ms Mary Angel, to provide practical social solidarity is deserving
of the Academy’s prize.

D 6. A Prize to the Society for Cycladic Studies for the multi-faceted
intellectual work which it has done so far, and also in order to support its
efforts to continue this work.

This scholarly association, of a non profit-making character, was set up
in 1958, in response to a need to create a Pan-Cycladic cultural union.

It has maintained close connections with almost all the Cycladic associations
and has attended their principal events in connection with issues of the Cycla-
des, and has played an active part in solving the problems of these islands.

The Society is deserving of particular commendation for holding, in colla-
boration with local agencies, two highly successful ‘Cycladic’ conferences,
attended by large numbers of scholars and on topics of considerable interest.

The chief interest of the Society has tended towards the publication of
a scholarly journal, of which, up to the present, 15 bulky volumes have been
published, on matters concerning the Cyclades.

The Society has also published two self-contained books, apart from
smaller studies.

D 7. A Prize to the Society for Lesvos Studies for the very important
cultural work which it has done since the time of its foundation, in 1951, with
its headquarters in Mytilene.

This cultural society publishes the periodical ‘Lesviaka’, and organises
lectures, conferences, and book exhibitions.

It makes available its publications to schools on Lesvos and to other
organisations.

D 8. A Prize to the Association for Letters and Arts of the Prefecture
of Kozani for its multifarious cultural activities, such as the recording of
archaeological sites and monuments of art and the publication of 42 books
in connection with the Prefecture’s cultural heritage, the running of dance
groups, the organisation of lectures, concerts and exhibitions of paintings,
the setting up of museums, etc.

D 9. A Prize to the Arts Club of Chios for its publishing and cultural
work.
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The Club was founded in 1918 with the encouragement and moral support
of George Papandreou, at that time Governor General of the Islands of the
Aegean, including Chios.

It has a wide range of activities (talks, day conferences, literary competi-
tions for schoolchildren, theatre, publications, etc.).

Leaders of the Greek intellectual world have on many occasions adorned
the platform of the Arts Club and have delivered memorable addresses.

D 10. A Prize to the Evgenios the Aetolian Association for its services to
culture and the nation over a period of more than 30 years.

Of the achievements of the Association, the following are particularly
worth mentioning:

—The building at Karpenisi of a Cultural Centre of the Association, with
a considerable library and a lecture hall.

—The publication of a series of books dealing chiefly with the work of
Evgenios the Aetolian.

D 11. A Prize to the Pan-Kalavryta Union on the completion of a hund-
red years of life and activity, of public benefit not only for the Kalavryta
region, but for the nation as e whole.

Among their achievements has been the setting up of the Panhellenic
monument to the Freedom-fighters of 1821 at Ayia Lavra, Kalavryta.

Each year, the Pan- Kalavryta Union pays tribute to the thousand and
more Kalavrytans executed by the German occupation troops on 13 Decem-
ber 1943.

It interests itself in the various problems of the historic and long-suffering
region of Kalavryta, and has always been a presence in its intellectual life
by means of a large number of events of a patriotic and cultural nature.

It holds academic conferences and brings out the quarterly periodical
Pankalavrytino Vima and every one or two years the Kalavryta Yearbook.

D 12. A Prize to the Thessaloniki Children’s Shelter for its service to
children and working mothers.

This charitable socio-educational institution has done admirable work
since 1919 by running a pre-school centre, an elementary school, a maternity
home, a school for nursery nurses, a pharmacy, and a dental surgery. From
the time of its foundation to the present, 35,000 children has passed through
the hands of this philanthropic association.
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The activities of the Shelter became more varied in 1922, when it added
a cultural centre to its operations.

D 13. A Prize to the Supreme Confederation of Parents of Large Fami-
lies of Greece for its multi-faceted work.

The Confederation represents 150,000 large families and its membership
consists of the 111 first-degree association of parents of large families of Greece.

Since it was founded in 1931, in has been responsible for the demanding
social task of supporting large families in dealing with their social problem.

The Confederation seeks to brief Greek citizens on the pressing demo-
graphic problem faced by the country by holding Panhellenic conferences,
financing and publishing demographic studies, press conferences, radio broad-
casts, articles in newspapers and periodicals, etec.

Its principal aims are not only the combating of the low birth rate, but
also support for mothers in avoiding abortions, prevention of maltreatment of
children, and their protection against the moral, spiritual and physical
threats of the age in which we live.

Its work extends beyond the bounds of Greek territory through its colla-
boration with the Pan-Cypriot Organisation for Large Families and the Con-
federation of Family Organisations of the Community countries (COFACE),
of which it is a member.

It briefs foreign members of parliament and heads of state and foreign
family organisations on demographic and national issues, while it is in contact
with and collaborates with the Ecumenical Patriarchate.

It has financed a mission to teach the Greek language on Imvros and in
the Pontus region.

At the same time, it performs a cultural role by holding musical and other
events.

D 14. A Prize to the Most Reverend Metropolitan of Attica, Pantelei-
mon Bezenitis (of Zakynthos), for his book ‘Hagiologion of Zakynthos’, which
contains services, lives, miracles, supplicatory and processional canons and
encomia of saints honoured on Zakynthos, here published for the first time
or reprinted from earlier publications and manuscripts.

The importance of this book is not only liturgical and practical, but also
academic.

As is shown by the lengthy introduction to the book, itself a work of
research and scholarship, the author has searched through libraries, manus-
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cripts, old books and the relevant bibliography, to which he makes exact
references.

This book is an important contribution to historical, hagiographical and
hymnological studies and will contribute to the preservation of the contents
of early books and unpublished manuscripts which are in danger of being lost
and to the highlighting of the local history, folklore, hagiographical and
hymnological wealth of Zakynthos.

D 15. The newly-established ‘Olympic Ideal’ Prize to the former Pre-
sident of the Association of Greek Gymnastics and Sports Clubs and former
President of the Supreme Council for Sport, Mr Georgios Rediadis, for many
years of outstanding service to sport, in accordance with the dictates of the
Olympic Ideal.

D 16. A Prize to the honorary lawyer Mr Anestis Papastephanou on
the occasion of his completion of 30 years of endeavour in the cause of human
rights, with emphasis on the efforts for the adoption by the international
community of provisions on the combating of torture.

Mr Papastephanou began his activities during the seven years of military
dictatorship in Greece, during the course of which he repeatedly represented
its opponents at their trials as defence lawyer.

At the conference held in Geneva in May 1975, at which he represented
Greece, he intervened during the discussion on the draft of the world decla-
ration against torture to propose that the use of torture should be characteri-
sed by the legislation by the member-states of the UNO as a special category
of crime.

In 1978, he was appointed Greece’s representative on the 3rd Committee
of the General Assembly of the United Nations.

During the years 1980 and 1981, he was unanimously elected president-
rapporteur of the working party charged with the compilation of the draft
convention against torture. In this position, Mr Papastephanou played a lead-
ing role in the elaboration of the text of the convention, included in which
were many proposals which he intervened to make.

D 17. A Prize, accompanied by a cash award of 500,000 drs, to Mr Pana-
yotis Vlachopoulos for many years of fruitful service to the cultural life of
Zakynthos.

Mr Vlachopoulos was among the first to undertake the revivaland continua-
tion of the cultural life of the island after the disastrous earthquakes of 1953.
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Since then he has been indefatigable in continuing his beneficial contri-
bution to the cultural life of Zakynthos by means of lectures, and articles,
many devoted to historical subjects, in local newspapers and programmes
on local television.

D 18. A Prize to Mr Orestis Louridis, Professor of Stomatology, for his
considerable contribution to the erection of the building of the School of Den-
tistry and the equipping of its laboratories.

On his initiative, and with a donation from him, the Church of St John
the Baptist, St John the Divine and the Martyr Antypas, patron of Greek
Orthodox dentists, has been built in the precincts of the School of Dentistry.

Mr Louridis has been decorated in Greece and abroad, inter alia, with
the Gold Cross of the Hellenic Red Cross.

D 19. A Prize to Mr Georgios Karkoulias for the setting up of the Ma-
chine Shop of the Beacon of the Blind.

Mr Karkoulias, who lost his sight at the age of seven, set up the Machine
Shop of the Beacon of the Blind Organisation following a resolution of the
management of the Beacon with a view to the employment of blind persons
whom he himself had trained in mechanical engineering.

One achievement of the Machine Shop and of Mr Karkoulias in parti-
cular was the planning, development and production of the first white stick
made by the blind for the blind.

For his devotion, his industry and the work which he has done in the
field of people with problems of vision, the Academy of Athens awards him
its prize.

D 20. A Prize to Mr Avgoustinos Kambas, for his contribution of more
than twenty years to the highlighting and preservation of the memory of the
homelands beyond the Aegean and of their services to the nation.

From an early age, Mr Kambas made his life’s aim, the least tribute owed
to his ancestors from Asia Minor, the preservation of the memory of the Greek
homelands beyond the Aegean, the culture of Asia Minor, the Asia Minor ideal,
and the intellectual and historical greatness of the nation in general.

He has fought, and continues to fight, for this cause with self-confidence,
faith and strength.

He has been honoured with decorations by municipalities, associations
and Asia Minor societies.
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He has produced a large number of articles, talks, lectures, studies and
critiques on matters concerned with Asia Minor of a historical, religious, and
national content in the daily, periodical and provincial Press, as well as in
Cyprus and the USA.

He served as General Secretary, and for the last five years has been Chair-
man of the Nea Smyrni Centre, a cultural institution whose prestige is esta-

blished throughout Greece.
He was for a number of years General Secretary and President of the

Federation of Refugees’ Associations of Greece.

He is Honorary President of the Greeks of Asia Minor of Northern Greece
and an honorary member of the Our Lady Soumela Foundation.

D 21. A Prize to Ms Mary Karella-Kanellopoulou for her devotion to
philanthropy and particularly to the disabled child.

Ms Karella- Kanellopoulou has devoted herself exclusively since 1958,
systematically, voluntarily and without payment to serving many charitable
objectives.

In 1968, she was elected General Secretary of the Hellenic Society for
the Protection and Rehabilitation of Disabled Children. In 1984, she became
President of this foundation, a position which she has retained to this day.

In our own time, this foundation has developed significantly to cover,
effectively and successfully, the basic fields involved in the medical treatment
and rehabilitation of the disabled child. During this period, branches of the
Society have been set up in Thessaloniki, Chania, and Ioannina, and new
branches will shortly come into operation in Volos and Agrinio.

D 22. A Prize to the book by Lieutenant Menelaos Christopoulos entit-
led “Full of all honour’.

The book, published at the expense of the Navy Museum, was transcribed
by Ms Nitsa Christopoulou, wife of Lieutenant Menelaos Christopoulos, who
was condemned to death by a German court martial for his resistance acti-
vities, and deals with the action of the Navy during the 1940-1944 War and
describes the trials endured by the author, typical of those of many resistance
workers.

D 23. A Commendation to the First Volos General High School, which
on the occasion of the completion in 1984 of a hundred years of its operation,
began to collect and prepare the material for its major publishing enterprise.
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The High School has already published seven (7) books and its publishing
activities continue.

At the same time, it has set up a school museum, perhaps the only one in
the whole of Greece, with more than 250 exhibits, chiefly from the pre-War
period of the school’s history.

D 24. A Commendation to the Students ‘Voluntary Blood Donors’ Group
of the University of Ioannina, which was founded in 1980—a year after the
closing of private blood banks in Greece—by a group of students of Medicine
at the University of Ioannina, with the purpose of informing and sensitising
the university community on the subject of blood donation, and the
strengthening of this institution with a view to the adequate meeting of the
country’s needs in terms of blood.

In recent years it has broadened its aims to include other socio-medical
issues which are of concern to contemporary man, such as AIDS, and the
prevention of Mediterranean anaemia and haemophilia.

The activities of the Group include the organisation of blood donation
sessions open to the public in the centre of the city, the operation of offices
on a regular basis, the briefing of students on volunary blood donation, the
publication of printed matter, the promotion of blood donation in the mass
media, and holding and taking part in social and scientific events centring
on blood donation.

The Group already has more that 800 student volunteers who thus demon-
strate their interest in and concern for their anonymous fellow-men.

D 25. A Commendation to the Bulletin of Labour Legislation, which
with its next issue will have been making as important contribution for 51
years to the field of labour and social security legislation.

In 1945, in difficult times, without any financial or other support, a few
(then low-ranking) employees of the Ministry of Labour decided to set up this
fortnightly periodical, with a view to providing a home for and encouraging
the modern movement towards a scholarly approach to the sensitive area of
labour and social security legislation.

The editorship has been successively held by established scholars specialis-
ing in labour and insurance law.

Large numbers of important articles have been published in its pages,
which have contributed to the theoretical and practical (legislative and case
law) elaboration of labour and social security law.
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D 26. A Commendation to the Bulletin of Tax Legislation, which in
September 1996 completed fifty years from its first publication under the
same publisher and editor, Mr Kaldis.

The Bulletin of Tax Legislation has come out regularly every fortnight
since September 1946. In late 1991, it reached its 1,000th issue, an outstanding
achievement in the chronicles of Greek publishing.

The founder, publisher and editor of the Bulletin played a leading role
in the foundation of the scholarly society entitled “The Hellenic Society for
Tax Law and Public Finance Studies’, and has assisted it, by the periodical
which he publishes, in its activities.

D 27. A Commendation to Ms Pepi Daraki for her work as a writer as
a whole.

Ms Daraki, who was born on Lesvos, is the last representative of the
‘Lesvos Spring’ movement which goes back to Stratis Myrivilis. She has also
been involved in social work and is the author, inter alia, of many books of
an educational character.

D 28. A Commendation to the Very Reverend Archimandrite Gerva-
sios Raptopulos for his social, charitable and spititual work, which he con-
tinued uninterruptedly from the days when he was a lay preacher to the time
of his retirement in 1994. Nor has retirement prevented him from continuing
his work with undiminished zeal, though this is now confined to the writing
and publication of articles and studies on ecclesiastical matters.

D 29. A Commendation to Mr Georgios Tsambouris for his constant
and selfless contribution to the social and intellectual life of Kolindros and
the Prefecture of Pieria.

Mr Tsambouris, who since childhood has suffered from quadriplegia
and is confined to a wheelchair, has practised the profession of journalist since
the age of 23.

He has worked for newspapers and periodicals of Katerini and Thessalo-
niki, for the long-established authoritative Greek-American Atlantis news-
paper of New York and, naturally, for the Kolindrika Nea newspaper, of
which he is today a principal contributor dealing with a wide variety of sub-
jects. He is also the author of two books.

He has been awarded distinctions by the Athens Linguistics Society and
the Hellenic Nomenclature Society of Athens.
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D 30. A Commendation to Ms Chryssanthi Laimou for her social, phi-
lanthropic and cultural work.

Ms Laimou is a member of the Greek community of London whose work
in public affairs and for the Greeks of the Diaspora is multi-faceted.

Included among her activities has been the setting up abroad of certain
social welfare and charitable foundations for Greeks abroad.

In addition she has donated an apartment in London to serve as the nucleus
for programmes of charity work. She plays an active part in events in aid of
charity in Britain and has provided financial assistance to enable Greek artists
to appear in London.

D 31. A Commendation to Mr Georgios Katramopoulos for his two books
‘How shall I forget you, beloved Smyrna? and ‘One century, two homelands’.

These two books are authentic testimony, based on the author’s own
experience, to the destruction of Smyrna in 1922 and the uprooting, in tragic
circumstances, of its Greek residents and then their dramatic struggle, as
refugees, to survive and take root as productive elements in Greece.

And now the announcement of the Academy’s awards to those who
have sacrificed or endangered their lives in order to help their follow men.

B 32. A Prize, posthumously, to Prof. Panayotis Farantakis for an act
of self-sacrifice.

On 14 January 1996, Mr Farantakis, a volunteer member of a mountain-
eering team, took part in a search for Yannis Dimopoulos, who had been
lost on the snow-covered Mt Dirfi in Euboea.

On an inaccessible part of this mountain, called ‘Xyraki’, Panayotis Fa-
rantakis lost his life in a superhuman effort to find a missing fellow-man.

D 33. A Prize to Captain Vasileios Karantzis and the crew of the tanker
«Mimis» for an act of self-sacrifice.

On 6 March 1996, the Turkish fishing vessel Guray Kaptan with a crew
of three on board found itself adrift because of engine damage.

Captain Vasileios Karantzis and the crew of the tanker Mimis by means
of skilful manoeuvring and extreme efforts, under the most adverse weather
conditions—and with the risk to the safety of the vessel and its crew clearly
apparent—managed to secure and then tow the Turkish fishing vessel safely
to the port of Samos.
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The result was that the three Turkish crew were saved from certain drown-
ing and the fishing vessel from total loss on the steep rocky cocstline.

D 34. A Prize to Messrs Panayotis Vellios and Dimos Kouklas for the
self-sacrifice which they showed in the recent floods in Xanthi.

Mr Panayotis Vellios, ignoring the danger to his own lif:, threw himself
into the swirling currents and managed to rescued the severely injured p s-
sengers of a car trapped under water who would otherwise have had no chance
of survival.

Mr Dimos Kouklas played a leading role in the rescue of a young student
who had lost consciousness and was trapped under a car. He managed to revive
him by artificial respiration.

D 35. A Prize to the Harbourmaster of Thira, Lieutenant Stavros Ada-
mopoulos and Messrs Emmanouil Progoulakis and Christos Arvanitis since,
when two foreigners were in danger because their yacht had gone aground,
because of damage and bad weather conditions, on a rocky shore of the island
of Thira, they rushed to them in a fishing vessel, and putting their own lives
at risk, threw themselves into the sea and saved their lives.

In conclusion, the Academy of Athens has advertised new prizes, of
which those interested can learn the details from the Press.
