ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE ACADEMY IN 1984 *

BY THE SECRETARY GENERAL

CONSTANTINE TRYPANIS

Mr. President,

The Academy of Athens, ranked first among the Academies
of the world (for it is internationally recognized as the successor to
Plato’s Academy), cultivates and promotes the sciences, arts and
letters, corresponds with other learned societies in Greece and abroad
and, when so requested by the Government, advises on the country’s
needs.

The Academy seeks to achieve these goals by means of commu-
nications, lectures, discussion meetings, publications, the work of its
research centres, open competitions, scientific missions and the
award of prizes and honours. All these activities promote the devel-
opment of intellectual and cultural life among the Greeks and an
awareness of the nation’s historical continuity.

The general respect for the work done by the Academy of
Athens and the confidence it inspires are apparent from the ceaseless
influx of donations and legacies, the keen competition for the prizes
and other distinctions it awards, and the many requests it receives
for collaboration in joint scientific research programmes from for-
eign Academies and other learned societies of high repute.

One of the basic attributes of any learned institution, Mr. Presi-
dent, is its accountability. This year, then, the time has come once

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again for the Academy of Athens to give an account of itself, in other
words to present a report on its activities over the past twelve months.

1. In 1984 the Plenum of the Academy elected the following
new full members:

(a) In the Class of Applied Sciences, Mr. Pavlos Sakellaridis
to the Chair of Natural Sciences ( Chemistry Section), Mr. Georgios Kara-
gounis to the Chair of Natural Sciences (Chemistry Section) and Mr. Niko-
laos Matsaniotis to the Chair of Medical Science (Clinical Medicine Section ).

(b) In the Class of Arts and Letters, Mr. Apostolos Sachinis to
the Chair of Modern Greek Literature.

(c) In the Class of Moral and Political Sciences, Mr. Konstantinos
Despotopoulos to the Chair of History of Philosophy and Mr. Evangelos
Moutsopoulos to the Chair of Philosophy.

It also elected the following corresponding members:

(a) In the Class of Applied Sciences, Mr. Charles Serié, lecturer
at the Institut Pasteur, Paris, and Mr. Stratis Avrameas, Director
of the Immunology Department at the Institut Pasteur, Paris.

(b) In the Class of Arts and Letters, Mr. Nikolaos Oikonomidis,
Professor of Byzantine History at the University of Montreal, and
Mr. Gerard Verbeke, a Professor at the University of Louvain and
Permanent Secretary of the Belgian Academy.

(c) In the Class of Moral and Political Sciences, Mr. John Bra-
demas, sometime member of the U.S. House of Representatives and
now President of New York University; Mr. Dimitrios Delivanis,
Honorary Professor at the University of Thessaloniki, to the Chair
of Economics; Professor Menelaos Tourtoglou to the Chair of Furis-
prudence; Professor Dimitrios Evriyenis to the Chair of Furisprudence;
and Mr. Joseph Meéléze-Modrzejewski, Professor of the History
of Law at the University of Paris.

I should add that a vacancy remains for a full member in the
Chair of Modern Greek Literature (Prose Section).
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It is with deep regret that I have to report the death of Mr.
Eduardo Volterra, a distinguished jurist and corresponding member
of the Academy.

As in past years, so again in 1984 numerous donations have
been made to the Academy and new prizes endowed. They are as
follows:

1. The brothers Ioannis and Michael Gemelos, shipowners of
Chios, donated U.S. $ 50,000 for a statue of Constantine Palaiologos,
which has been commissioned by the Academy.

2. Mr. Panayotis Grammatikakis, Honorary Director of the
French National Centre for Scientific Research and a corresponding
member of the Academy of Athens, donated 500 shares in the Bank
of Greece and 200 shares in the National Bank of Greece, the
income from which is to be used for the endowment of a new prize,
the Lykourgos Prize, to be awarded by the Academy for work done
in nine different fields of scholarship, in rotation.

3. Rear-Admiral T. Sinaniotis (retd.) donated a sum of Drs.
1,000,000, the income from which is to be used for the endowment
of a prize for unpublished works on the contribution of Epiros to
the Greek War of Independence.

4. Mrs. Leda Krondira-Nasoufi donated a prize of Drs. 200,000,
in memory of the late Mr. Kostas Krondiras, for an unpublished work
on the history of Greek radio.

5. Mrs. Erika Dai donated a prize of Drs. 250,000 in memory
of her late husband, Mr. Asterios Dais, for an unpublished work on
the treatment of cardiac or pulmonary diseases.

6. Mrs. Lily Drakou donated Drs. 80,000 to be added to the
prize offered by herself in memory of the late Mr. Alekos Drakos,
which is to be awarded by the Academy for a monograph on an
outstanding Greek personality of modern times.

7. Mr. Panayotis Dimitrakopoulos, the publisher of the Larissa
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newspaper Eleftheria, donated Drs. 100,000 to support the work of
the Academy.

8. Lastly, the Academician Mr. Elias Mariolopoulos donated
to the Academy Library an important sixteenth-century manuscript
on medical and other subjects.

The following scholarships were awarded during the past year:

1. Out of the income from the Ioannis Vozos bequest:
one scholarship for Theatre Studies and two for Architecture.

2. Out of the income from the Maximos Moutsopoulos bequest :
three scholarships for Geology and Biology.

3. Out of the income from the Georgios Pangalos bequest:
two scholarships for first-year students in the School of Philosophy
at Athens University.

Regular gala meetings were held during the year to celebrate
the anniversary of 25th March, 1821, with an addressb y the Acad-
emician Mr. Manouses Manousakas, and the anniversary of 28th
October, 1940, with an address by the President of the Academy,
Mr. George Michailidis-Nouaros. Official receptions were held for
the new Academicians Mr. Georgios Vlaches, Mr. Angelos Galano-
poulos, Mr. Michael Sakellariou, Mr. Konstantinos Despotopou-
les, Mr. Evangelos Moutsopoulos and Mr. Agapitos Tsopanakis;
for the corresponding member Mr. Makis Tsapogas, Professor of
Surgery at New York University; and for two foreign associate
members, Mr. Bernard Chenot, life Secretary General of the French
Academy of Moral and Political Sciences, and Mr. Frangeis Lher-
mitte, member of the French Academy of Moral and Political Sciences.

Extraordinary public sessions were held to celebrate the cente-
nary of the birth of Angelos Sikelianos, with an address by Mr.
Pantelis Prevelakis, and to honour the memory of the late Acad-
emician Mr. Nikolaos Roussopoulos, with an address by Mr.

Ioannis Papadakis.
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In the course of the year twenty-two papers were read by full
and other members of the Academy, twenty-three lectures were given
and ten new books were introduced.

The scientific and scholarly activities of individual members of
the Academy were so numerous and wide-ranging that it is im-
possible for me to enumerate them all in my address today, but they
will be included in the annual report to be published in the Pro-
ceedings. These activities were of many different kinds: the publi-
cation of books and articles in Greek and foreign learned journals,
participation in many important international scientific and cultural
conferences and meetings, the organization of similar conferences
at national and international level, lecturing and teaching in Greece
and abroad and the presentation of research papers both to the
Academy itself and to other learned societies.

It is also impossible for me to enumerate today all the diverse
activities of the Academy’s Research Centres in the fields of pure
research and the writing and publishing of books and research papers,
although these, too, will of course be published in the Proceedings.
These twelve Centres, which are supervised by Academicians, employ
sixty postgraduate research students, many of whom eventually move
on to university teaching posts. Programmes both old and new, mostly
of long duration, are under way using the most up-to-date methods;
missions are sent to other countries; research is carried on both in
Greece and abroad; and as from next year the use of computers will
be introduced in some Centres. Besides their communications to
conferences, the researchers also publish their findings separately
and contribute to the publications of the various Centres.

I come now to the publications of the Academy during the
past year.

1. In the series of Research Papers, the following works were
published: (a) Thomas Papadopoulos, Greek Bibliography from the
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Invention of Printing to 1800 (Part I), (b) Kyriakos Tsantsanoglou, New
Fragments of Greek Literature from the Lexicon of Photius, and (c) Stavros
Papadatos, Betrothal in Byzantine Law.

In the series of full-length Academy publications, two new books
were published: (a) V. Christidis, The Conquest of Crete by the Arabs:
a turning-point in the struggle between Byzantium and Islam, and (b) Fotis
Apostolopoulos, La langue du roman byzantin ‘Callimaque et Chrysorrhoé’.

The Historical Dictionary Centre is nearing completion of Vol-
ume V of the Dictionary, a large part of which has been finalized
and set up in print. This volume contains 232,000 entries. I should
like to dwell for a moment on this project. The preparation and print-
ing of a work of this kind, containing all the dialect variants of every
word (and the word Bdrpayoc, for example, exists in ninety different
forms!), is necessarily a slow and arduous business. Now, with the
help of the computers that are about to come into use at the Centre,
we hope that work on the Dictionary will proceed at a rapid pace.
The point I should like to stress is that the Academy has gathered
most of the linguistic material required for this necessary and
valuable work — 4,300,000 index cards so far, with about 300,000
further cards being added each year as a result of the field trips and
other work done by the staff of the Centre — and yet I have never
heard a word of praise for this Herculean labour of linguistic pre-
servation. In addition to this project, the first volume of Anastasios
Karanastasis® Dictionary of the Idioms of the Greek-speaking Villages of
Southern Italy was seen through the press.

The Centre for Greek Folklore Research brought out its XXVth
Yearbook, in which thousands of demotic songs, folk tales and tra-
ditional melodies are recorded.

The Centre for Research into Medieval and Modern Hellenism
published the second volume of The Manuscripts of the Meteora from
the papers of the late N. A. Bées.
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The Center for the Publication of Ancient and Medieval Greek Authors
brought out three volumes, each with an introduction, translation
into Modern Greek and extensive commentary: (a) Demosthe-
nes’ speech Against Meidias, which was sold out before the end of
the year and is to go into a second impression; (b) the Chronographia
of the Byzantine chronicler Ephraim of Ainos; (c) Plutarch’s Life
of Galba. The following works are now ready to go to press: (a) Books
I - III of Arrian’s Anabasis of Alexander; (b) Plato’s dialogues FEuthy-
phron and Euthydemos; (c) Euripides’ Electra. Lastly, new editions of
other works by major authors (Demosthenes, Lysias, Plutarch, Theo-
critus, Herodas and the Roman comic poet Terence) have been sub-
mitted to the Centre and are now being checked, and specialist
scholars have been commissioned to produce new editions of other
standard works of ancient literature. Thus the Centre for the Publi-
cation of Ancient and Medieval Greek Authors has been thoroughly
revitalized.

The Academy publications now have a special window display
to themselves at the Hestia Bookstore (I.D. Kollaros & Co.) in So-
lonos Street, where they are on sale. Altogether there are 241 volumes
of scholarly works of major importance, including the Proceedings of
the Academy (58 large volumes) and 51 volumes of Research Papers.

Finally, I should mention that the Central Academy Library
in 1984 acquired 1171 new yolumes.

I should also remind you that the Academy of Athens, which is
a member of the International Association of Academies, participates
in the following important international programmes: the Tabula
Imperii Romani, the Corpus Vasorum Antiquorum, the Corpus Phi-
losophorum Byzantinorum and, since last year, the Corpus Numorum
Antiquorum and the Corpus Signorum Romanorum (which is the
corpus of Roman statues, chiefly portrait busts). Furthermore, re-
search and compilation work is under way for the catalogue of By-

zantine wall-paintings in Greek churches, in connection with the
International Corpus of Byzantine Wall-paintings.

Lastly, I should mention that steady progress is being made with
the intensive programme of maintenance and renovation work on
the main building of the Academy, which includes systematic conser-
vation of the sculptured pediments and the painted decoration of the

exterior.

Before going on to enumerate the prizes and distinctions awarded
by the Academy, I think many of my listeners would find it helpful
if I were to recapitulate the order of precedence and merit. The highest
awards are the Gold Medals, followed by the Silver Medals and the
Bronze Medals. The various Prizes rank fourth, Citations fifth and

Honourable Mentions sixth.

And now to the awards for 1984, starting with the Medals.

On the recommendation of the Class of Moral and Political Sciences
and by resolution of the Plenum, a Gold Medal is awarded to the Theo-
logical School of Halki for the invaluable services it rendered to
Orthodoxy in 127 years of uninterrupted operation, during which
time it gave theological instruction to 930 members of the Church,
who are known as ‘Teachers of Orthodox Theology’. The School
was founded in 1844 by Patriarch Germanos IV, at a time when
there was a pressing need for specialized academic instruction for
the clergy, and it soon established itself as the intellectual hothouse
of the Orthodox faith. Unfortunately in 1971, when a ban was im-
posed on all foreign institutions of higher education in Turkey, the
Halki School ceased to function as a higher educational establish-
ment. It still remains in existence, but only as a high school. There
is no need for me to stress that many eminent scholars have held the
post of Principal and that the School has an outstanding theology
library.
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On the recommendation of the Class of Moral and Political
Sciences and by resolution of the Plenum, a Gold Medal is awarded to
Archbishop Iakovos of North and South America, who this year
celebrates the twenty-fifth anniversary of his elevation to that high
ecclesiastical office. The Academy decided to make this award in
recognition of the great services which Archbishop Iakovos has ren-
dered to the Greek communities in America and his tireless and
fruitful efforts to resolve the problems faced by the Greek nation and
the Orthodox faith.

On the recommendation of the Class of Arts and Letters and by
resolution of the Plenum, a Gold Medal is awarded to the Great School
of the Nation in Istanbul. The Great School of the Nation, also known
as the Patriarchal School, is the oldest Greek school in existence,
having been founded in 1454 as a revival of the Oecumenical School,
as it was commonly known during the Byzantine period. For the last
140 years it has been the most famous and most highly respected
secondary school for Greeks in the whole of the Ottoman Empire
(or, since the demise of the Empire, in the whole of Turkey). As you
all know, it has rendered enormous services not only to the Greeks but
also to their fellow-Christians of other races living under Turkish rule.

On the recommendation of the Class of Applied Sciences and by
resolution of the Plenum, a Gold Medal is awarded to the Evangelismos
Hospital to commemorate its centenary. In 1935 the Academy awarded
its Silver Medal to the hospital in recognition of its fifty years of
successful operation, and the time has now come for the award of a
Gold Medal, the highest honour bestowed by the Academy, to mark
the 100th anniversary of its foundation by Queen Olga, who super-
vised its management for fifty years. The award is in respect of its
activities in all fields, which have made the Evangelismos one of the
country’s leading hospitals and have won it international recognition

in medical circles,
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On the recommendation of the Class of Moral and Political Sciences
and by resolution of the Plenum, a Gold Medal is awarded to the Jewish
community of Thessaloniki for its donation of §2,600,000 to finance
the construction of the Greek Lodge at Jerusalem University. The
donation was made to mark the 40th anniversary of the persecution
of the Jews of Thessaloniki and all Greece by the Nazi forces and the
brutal killing of about 65,000 Jews. The Greek Lodge is a splendid
project of great national importance, because it is used for the study
of the Classics and of Greek civilization in general. Its teaching staff
is composed of distinguished Jewish academics from various Euro-
pean and American universities. The Greek Lodge was officially
opened at the beginning of this year by the Academician Mr. Konstan-
tinos Tsatsos, the former President of Greece.

On the recommendation of the Class of Applied Sciences and by
resolution of the Plenum, a Silver Medal is awarded to the Marika
Iliadi Maternity Home to mark the 52nd anniversary of its foundation.
The Marika Iliadi Maternity Home, which was built with the pro-
ceeds of a generous donation from Mrs. Helena Venizelou, the wife
of Eleftherios Venizelos, has maintained an impeccable record in
the fifty-two years of its existence and is a credit to the country for
its high medical standards and its fine charitable work. Since its
foundation it has treated about 150,000 indigent women (maternity
and other cases) and trained about 2,000 midwives (at its School of
Midwifery) and about 1,000 gynaecologists and obstetricians.

On the recommendation of the Class of Aris and Letters and by
resolution of the Plenum, a Silver Medal is awarded to Mr. Marinos
Kalligas for his scholarly contribution to the history of Byzantine
and modern Greek art, and in particular for the services he has ren-
dered as Director of the National Gallery and as a critic of contem-
porary art. Mr. Kalligas arranged the merger of the National Gallery
with the Alexandros Soutzos Museum, a large collection which had
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been bequeathed to the nation but until then had been neglected;
he organized the National Gallery on a firm scientific footing, with
an index and an archive of modern Greek artists; he made systematic
purchases of major foreign works of art; and, most important of all,
he was instrumental in the construction of the present National Gallery
building. His writings on modern Greek art, especially painting, have
also been of the greatest importance.

We come now to the other distinctions awarded by the Academy
for 1984.

I) On the recommendation of the Class of Applied Sciences and
by resolution of the Plenum, the following awards have been made:

1. A Prize to the Athens School of Public Health to mark the 55th
anniversary of its foundation. The Athens School of Public Health
was one of the first of its kind in the world and its achievements have
won international recognition. Its main task has been to train medical
officers for the protection and promotion of public health: all the
public health officers of the various government departments, the
armed forces and other public institutions have done their training
there. It has also given invaluable advice on the drafting of the
country’s public health laws and has carried out a considerable
amount of research.

2. A Georgios Fotinos Prize of Drs. 200,000, offered for a written
work on genetic research into haemoglobin diseases, jointly to Mr. Christos
Kattamis, Mrs. Anna Metaxotou-Mavrommati, Mr. Vasilios Ladis,
Mr. Manolis Kanavakis and Miss Andromache Mitsioni. Their
project, which included the most up-to-date methods of laboratory
testing, shows unquestionable originality and is of great clinical
interest for the light it sheds on the genetic and biochemical aspects
of haematology in Greece.

3. The loannis Vlysidis Family Prize, with a cash award of Drs.
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200,000, jointly to Mr. S. Fotiou, Mr. S. Kottaridis, Mr. A. Tserkezo-
glou, Mr. P. Nikolaou and Mr. A. Aravandinos for their paper entitled
The co-carcinogenic effect of Prostaglandin F2a on the breast and the cervix
of the uterus of Wistar mice. This work shows originality and precision
and draws attention to the possible therapeutic properties of certain
substances on tumours of the breast and uterus.

4. The Konstantinos Ktenas Prize of Drs. 200,000 to Mr. Dimitrios
Moundrakis for his paper entitled Etude géologique des terrains méta-
morphiques de Macédoine Occidentale (Gréce). This describes the rock
formations and the metamorphism of the rocks and gives a general
account of the tectonic conditions in Western Macedonia. It is a
worthy contribution to the literature on the geology of Greece.

5. A Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000, to Mr. Anastasios
Dontas for his book The Third Age. This work by the Associate Pro-
fessor of Medicine at Athens University is an outstanding addition
to Greek medical literature. Treating the subject from a strictly
scientific point of view, it makes a constructive approach to the
various medical and paramedical problems of elderly people, whose
numbers are growing steadily, and suggests the right way of dealing
with them.

6. An Honourable Mention to Mr. Anastasios Tzamtzis for his book
Liberty Ships and the Greeks: a contribution to recent Greek shipping history.
This book discusses the delivery to Greek shipowners, after the
Second World War, of a hundred liberty ships which formed the
nucleus for the rebuilding of the Greek shipping fleet, which had suf-
feredvery heavy losses during the war.

ITI) On the recommendation of the Class of Arts and Letters and
by resolution of the Plenum, the following awards have been made:
1. The Spyros Motsenigos Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 80,000,
to Mr. Antonis Kondogeorgiou, conductor and choirmaster. Mr.
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Kondogeorgiou has been very active as an orchestral conductor and
choirmaster for many years and has conducted over 150 concerts in
Greece and abroad.

2. A Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 100,000, to Mr. Georgios
Thomas for his book Yorghis Jorbas, a Guerrilla Chieftain of Mount
Pelion. This extremely polished work is based on both known and
unpublished sources and on stories current in oral tradition, which
are subjected to meticulous critical examination. It also contains
photographs of the terrain and a sketch-map.

3. A posthumous Prize to Mr. Efthymios Gourgouris for his book
Galaxidi in the Days of the Tall Ships. Mr. Gourgouris, a native of Gal-
axidi, devoted a full ten years of his life to the writing of this three-
volume work which describes all aspects of the town’s social life and
business enterprise, especially in the field of shipping. It also gives
a general picture of nineteenth-century shipbuilding methods and
the Greek shipping scene at that time. Sadly, the author did not live
to see his book in print.

4. A Prize to Mr. Christos Zacharakis for his book 4 Catalogue of
Printed Maps of Greece, 1477 - 1800. This book, which contains 500
half-page reproductions as well as the actual catalogue of maps cover-
ing more than three centuries, fills a conspicuous gap in the modern
Greek literature on the subject. A special word of praise must be given
to the excellent bibliography in the appendix.

5. A Prize to Mr. Vasilios Dimitriadis for his book The Topography
of Thessaloniki. This work examines the topography and topographical
problems of Thessaloniki from 1430 until its liberation in 1912, a
formidable undertaking which was rendered still more difficult by
the great fire of 1917. Having embarked on this daunting task, which
involved mapping the internal divisions of the city and pinpointing
the positions of the various civil and religious buildings, the author
has brought it to a most satisfactory conclusion.
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6. A Prize to Mrs. Anna Farmakidou, a lecturer at McGill Univer-
sity in Canada, for her overall record as a writer and teacher. For
many years Mrs. Farmakidou has been teaching Modern Greek
abroad with very successful results, making her base at McGill
University, Montreal. She has also organized international and local
conferences on Modern Greek studies and has written numerous
books, including a five-volume series on the teaching of Modern
Greek to English speakers.

7. A Citation for antiquarian zeal to Mr. Panayotis Bagakis, who
reported to the XXVth Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Anti-
quities the whereabouts of an important ancient tholos tomb which
yielded valuable finds. The Citation is awarded with the object of
conferring public honour by way of moral recompense for the re-
porting and preservation of ancient finds, and of discouraging the
illegal exportation of such finds.

8. A Citation, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000, to the Cretan
magazine Prometheus O Pyrphoros, which aims to raise intellectual
and cultural standards among schoolteachers. It covers a wide range
of topics under seven headings: The Community, the School, Educa-
tional News, Intellectual Echo, Literature, Folklore and Miscellany.

9. A Citation, with a cash award of Drs. 100,000, to Mr. Theodoros
Nimas for his book Demotic Songs of Thessaly. This two-volume work
contains 2,343 Thessalian versions of traditional popular songs, many
of which are ballads: akritika (border ballads), paraloges (lays telling
of heroic exploits), historical and klephtic ballads. It appears from
this book that the klephtic ballads have lost none of their popularity
in Thessaly. Many of the songs are of purely Thessalian origin and
some are here recorded for the first time.

10. A Citation to Mr. Toannis Botos for his book The Sarakatsani. The
Sarakatsani, as you know, are nomadic mountain graziers of pure
Greek descent. In this book Mr. Botos, himself a Sarakatsan, provides

a wealth of accurate information about his people’s way of life: their
seasonal dwellings, the institution of the #selingato (cooperative
community of shepherds), the system of flock management, the be-
liefs and superstitions of the cheese-makers, the festivals of the Sara-
katsani and their attitudes to the two great landmarks in their lives —
marriage and death.

11. A Citation to Mr. Moses and Mrs. Rachel Kapon for compiling,
editing and publishing their book Magnesia, in two languages, at
their own expense. This is a useful, well-written and well-produced
book with contributions by experts on the subject, lavishly and beau-
tifully illustrated.

12. A Citation to Mr. Georgios Yannoulelis for his book Plomari,
Lesvos. The book is in two parts, the first dealing with local place-names
and the second with an investigation into the origins of the inhabitants
of Plomari. It contains useful new information, especially in Part 1.

13. Honourable Mentions, each with a cash award of Drs. 40,000, in
lieu of the Evrostinian Society Prize of Drs. 80,000, which had been
offered for a historical monograph on the buildings and monuments,
traditional customs, dialect or history of the former Municipality
of Evrostini, ex aequo: (a) to Mr. Panayotis Dorbarakis and Mrs.
Kassiani Panoutsopoulou, and (b) to Mr. Andreas Grivas. The work
by Mr. Dorbarakis and Mrs. Panoutsopoulou is concerned with pop-
ulation movements, the founding of new villages and demographic
trends, while Mr. Grivas writes about local place-names and folklore.

IIT) On the recommendation of the Costas and Helen Ouranis Founda-~
tion Select Committee and by resolution of the Plenum, the following
awards have been made:

1. The Foundation’s Poetry Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000
to Mr. Dimitrios Papaditsas. Mr. Papaditsas made his literary début
in 1943 with a collection of poems entitled Poetry, which aroused
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wide interest and won him a prize from the State. Since then he has
published several more collections of poetry, the most recent being
Dual Speech, which shows a leaning towards Philosophy. His philoso-
phical erudition apparent not only from his poems and translations,
but also from his latest published essay, Through a Glass Darkly.

2. The Foundation’s Prose Prize, with a cash award of Dr. 200,000
to Mrs. Marianna Ainou-Koutouzi for her book Sugar-Canes. This
describes a little girl’s first impressions of her home environment in
a village on the island of Kefallinia and her doubts, emotions and
amusements at a later stage in her life, when she is living in Argo-
stoli, the island’s chief town. The work has unity of style and
content and presents a picture of a way of life very different from
that of the present day.

3. The Foundation’s Essay Prize is awarded to Mr. Nikos D.
Triandafyllopoulos, who has taught Greek Literature in Cyprus,
Limnos and Euboea. Mr. Triandafyllopoulos has established a high
reputation for himself with over thirty critical works on the writings
of Seferis, Papatsonis, Kondoglou and Alexandros Papadiamantis,
whose collected works he is editing in an exemplary fashion.

4. The Foundation’s Belles-Letires Prize, with a cash award of
Drs. 200,000 to Mrs. Lottie Petrovitch-Androutsopoulou. Mrs. Petro-
vitch-Androutsopoulou has rendered a great service to young Greek
readers, having written sixteen books in all. In accordance with the
terms and conditions of the Prize, the award is in respect of her last
three books only, which have been published in the last three years.
Her writings strikingly convey the innocence and perceptiveness of chil-
dren. She has also written a large volume of essays on children’s books.

IV) On the recommendation of the Class of Moral and Political
Sciences and by resolution of the Plenum, the following awards have
been made:
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1. A Georgios Fotinos Prize of Drs. 300,000 to Mr. Michael Kypraios
for his paper entitled The Constitution in relation to European Community
Law. The author’s treatment of his subject shows insight and origi-
nality and he moves at ease through the complexities of those grey
areas where international law, constitutional law and the new Commu-
nity law overlap. This paper is an important addition to the existing
reference works on the subject.

2. A Georgios Fotinos Prize of Drs. 300,000 to Mr. Stavros Papadatos
for his paper entitled Church-State Relations in Byzantine Law. ‘Besides
examining the relations between Church and State in the Byzantine
Empire and stressing the Church’s subjection to the secular power,
Mr. Papadatos also looks at the Emperors’ extralegal acts. This
study is clearly based on a thorough familiarity with the original
sources and recent literature on the subject.

3. A Prize of Drs. 200,000, offered by Mrs. Katingo and Mr. Georgios
Lemos, to Mr. Michael N. Karvelas, Director of the Athens General
Hospital, for the invaluable work he has done and continues to do
in the field of blood transfusion, and in particular for his strenuous
efforts to win public acceptance for the idea of voluntary blood
donation. In this he has succeeded by arranging talks and film
shows, distributing leaflets and other publicity material and organ-
izing a successful series of voluntary blood donation sessions at banks,
churches, schools and factories.

4. The K. Kriezis Prize to Mr. Nikolaos Samouilidis and Mr.
Christos Indos, who are primary school teachers in the Prefecture of
Kilkis in the northern frontier zone. Each receives a cash award of Drs.
70,000. Both these: teachers have displayed exceptional zeal in their
work both in and out of school and have maintained exemplary
standards of moral rectitude and industriousness. They have taken
part in teachers’ conferences and have written historical and educa-

tional works,
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5. The Glyfada Rotary Club Prize of Drs. 100,000 to Mr. Dimitrios
Margaritoulis, naturalist and ecologist, for his campaign to save a
rare species of marine turtle found in Greek waters. These turtles,
of the species Caretta-caretta, live of the shores of Zakynthos. Mr.
Margaritoulis, having first made a study of their habits, had their
breeding-grounds officially designated as protected areas and success-
fully applied to the International Association for Nature Conservation
for financial aid to support the campaign for their preservation. The
European Community has also acceded to his request for a grant to
finance a research programme.

6. A Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000, to the Dodecanese
Centre for Arts and Letters for its manifold contribution to the cultural
development of the Dodecanese islands and the consistently high
standard of its publications over a period of ten years. The Dodecanese
Centre for Arts and Letters is the only organization of its kind in the
Dodecanese which is run by the inhabitants of these border islands.
It publishes the magazine Dodekanisiaka Chronika, it has established
a Dodecanesian Library and it has published a variety of works on
history, folklore and linguistic and archaeological subjects.

7. A Prize, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000, to the Literary and
Historical Records Society for its contribution to the advancement
of literature and scholarship. The Society has built up its extensive
archives over a period of fifteen years by tracking down and preserving
rare works of historical and literary interest written by eminent
artists, scholars and politicians, and it has also brought out publi-
cations of its own. The whole project started out as a private venture
and until now it has been privately financed.

8. A Prize to the Society of Volunteers for its thirty years of phil-
anthropic activity for the benefit of the Greek people. The Society,
which was founded in 1953, has organized thirty educational courses
and now has branches in Thessaloniki, Patras, Larissa and Komotini.
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It has catered for the elderly by founding two old people’s homes,
‘Grandad’s and Granny’s Corner’ and the Open Centre for the Care
of the Aged, and for children by founding a ‘Children’s Corner’;
it has opened libraries in villages in the frontier zones; it has sent
food parcels and other essentials to refugees in Cyprus and to flood
and earthquake victims in Greece; and its members have succoured
the disabled by going to visit them in their homes.

9. A Prize to the Greek Society for the Blind in recognition of its
52 years of campaigning to improve the social conditions and edu-
cational standards of the blind in this country. The Society has
played a great part in heightening public awareness of the problems
and thus helping to improve the living conditions of the blind; it
has represented Greece at meetings of international organizations;
and it has set up lending libraries of books in Braille and tape-record-
ings, thus giving the blind new opportunities for self-education.

10. A Prize to the Athens Andrians’ Association in recognition of
its very fine hundred-year record of community work and its contri-
bution to the development of the island of Andros. The Association
has paid for hospital treatment for needy islanders; it has contributed
to the improvement of roads, water supplies, drainage, reafforestation
and public transport services on Andros, and to the establishment
and efficient running of schools; it has assisted the monasteries and
churches on the island; it has arranged conferences and published
magazines dealing with topics of local interest; and it has published
Andros calendars.

11. A Prize to the Association of Alumnae of the Philekpaideutike
Hetairia (i.e. the Arsakion Girls’ School) in recognition of its fifty
years’ work in the service of the community at large. For fully half
a century the Arsakion alumnae have been putting their drive, energy
and expertise to work for the benefit of the community. They have
established a scholarship fund; they have built an alumna centre on
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the school’s Psychiko campus, which is especially useful to alumnae
from the provinces; during the Albanian campaign of 1940-41 they
ran the commissariats of three military hospitals and organized knit-
ting workshops to make woollen garments for the soldiers; during the
Axis occupation they assisted the Red Cross and the soup kitchen
service; and they were very active during the Cyprus crisis of 1974.
The Association has also adopted and aided schools in the border
villages of Epiros and has established lending libraries in a number of
remote villages.

12. A Prize to Professor Theophanis G. Stavrou, of the University
of Minnesota, for his tireless work in propagating Modern Greek
language, literature and culture in America. Professor Stavrou, who
is of Cypriot origin, teaches Russian history at the University of
Minnesota. At the same time he has established himself as a vocif-
erous champion of Modern Greek culture, language and literature
in North America. At his own university he has organized a course
of Modern Greek studies, built up a sizeable Modern Greek library
and instituted a series of annual celebrations in honour of a different
major Modern Greek writer each year. He is now making preparations
to publish an Annual Bulletin of Modern Greek Studies.

13. A Prize to Mr. Kriton Tornaritis for his long record of fine ser-
vice to his profession. Mr. Tornaritis is a former Director of Public
Prosecutions of the Republic of Cyprus and is now Honorary Pres-
ident of the Cyprus Bar Association. In 1959 he was appointed to
edit the revised laws of Cyprus; he has written 137 books and articles,
some in Greek and some in English; he has represented Cyprus at
international conferences; and he was the legal adviser to the Greek-
Cypriot delegation to the Joint Constitutional Commission in 1959.

14. A Prizeto the family of the late Mr. Nikolaos Kerkyras, namely
his widow and his father, who had the fortitude and magnanimity
to donate the dead man’s kidneys and eyes for transplants last Octo-
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ber, in accordance with his own stated wish. Their generous action
gave new life to four fellow human beings: all the transplant opera-
tions were successful and the recipients are making very satisfactory
progress.

15. A Prize to Mr. Andreas Mitsidis for his book Cypriot Headmasters
and Teachers at the Great School of the Nation in Constantinople. All these
distinguished Cypriots — and there have been many of them —
march through the pages of this book at the height of their careers,
and a considerable amount of new information of general historical
interest is brought to light.

16. A Prize to Mr. Ioannis Stavropoules for his charitable work in
his native village of Vrachneika, near Patras. He founded the ‘Stavro-
poulos Cultural Centre of Vrachneika’, which provides facilities for
the cultural, religious, patriotic and moral edification of the people
of Vrachneika and the neighbouring village of Monodendri and
awards scholarships for the further education of school-leavers; he
has donated money to local agricultural associations and charitable
institutions; and he built the Vrachneika High School (on a site
provided by the local council) and the Church of St. Basil.

17. A Prize to Mr. Vlassis Vellopoulos for nature conservation work
in the Gulf of Patras. Mr. Vellopoulos, an usher in the Patras Court
of First Instance, founded the Society for the Protection of the Coun-
tryside and Environment and the Patras Ecological Group and is a
member of other societies and committees engaged in similar work.
Through great perseverance he has succeeded in reducing the in-
dustrial pollution of the Gulf of Patras and he has campaigned for the
preservation of the Kalogria-Strofylia Forest and the swifts of Achaia.
He continues to champion the cause of environmental protection in
talks up and down the country.

18. A Prize to Mr. Konstantinos and Mrs. Maria Lazarakis for their
wide-ranging community work in their home town of Amaliada and
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the Athens suburb of Glyfada. Mr. and Mrs. Lazarakis donated a
new Town Hall and Cultural Centre to the Municipality of Ama-
liada at a cost of Drs. 44,000,000 and, through their personal links
with Finland, arranged for the Cultural Centre to receive financial
assistance from the Finnish Institute for University Studies. They
founded a Greek-Finnish Association which, among other things,
maintains a school of Modern Greek culture in Finland; the Asso-
ciation now has 2,500 members. Mr. and Mrs. Lazarakis have also
made many other handsome benefactions, of which I should mention
two large donations to the Municipality of Glyfada: one of Drs.
25,000,000 for the construction of a day nursery for working mothers,
and another of Drs. 25,000,000 for the establishment of a Municipal
Cultural Centre and Library.

19. A posthumous Prize to Mr. Athanasios and Mrs. Vera Koulouras
for endowing an up-to-date hospital on the island of Hydra and their
many other charitable works for the community. The inhabitants
of the heroic island of Hydra had to wait 150 years for a hospital;
now at last, thanks to the munificence of Mr. and Mrs. Koulouras,
they have the fine Panayia Faneromeni Hospital, fully equipped
with the most up-to-date facilities, which opened a year ago. Mr.
and Mrs. Koulouras also donated to the State their Gothic mansion
on the sea front at Paleon Faliron, complete with its valuable furni-
ture, splendid pictures and objets d’art.

20. A posthumous Prize to Mrs. Chrysoula Kallia for her twenty years
of service to the Lyceum Club of Greeck Women and her contri-
butions to the country’s social and cultural life in general. Chry-
soula Kallia did a great deal to further the aims of the Lyceum Club
of Greek Women in all of its twenty-four fields of activity, she opened
new branches abroad and she was in charge of its fun-raising pro-
grammes. It should also be mentioned that in the war she volunteered

for service as a nursing sister during the campaigns of 1940-41,
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ending as matron of the Halkis Military Hospital, and from 1941 to 1944
she took an active part in the resistance against the occupying forces.

21. A posthumous Prize to Mr. Theocharis Spyridakis for an act of
gallantry that led to his death. The award is accompanied by a cash
grant of Drs. 200,000 to the dead man’s family. Mr. Spyridakis, a
member of the crew of the m.v. “Chryssi Avghi’ which sank in the
Cavo d’Oro Channel in February 1983, was the only person who
tried to save the lives of Mrs. M. Lavda (the only woman on board)
and her two children. Although he knew that the stricken ship was
in danger of being blown up at any moment, he seized three life-
jackets and ran back with them into the saloon. At that moment
the expected explosion occurred, resulting in the deaths of Mr. Spy-
ridakis himself and of the mother and her two children. It is worth
mentioning that this gallant but ill-fated seaman had himself been
saved from a shipwreck ten years earlier off Alaska.

22. Citations, with a cash award of Drs. 150,000 each in lieu of the
Georgios T. Fotinos Prize of Drs. 300,000, ex aequo, (a) to Mr. Stavros
Papadatos and (b) to Brother Dorotheos, for their unpublished works
on The Contribution of the Monastic State of Mount Athos to Orthodoxy.
Both works, which were judged to be of equal merit, focus attention
on the contribution made by Mount Athos not only to the Orthodox
faith but also to the struggles of the enslaved Greeks.

23. A Citation, with a cash award of Drs. 200,000, to Mr. Theodoros
Kozyris for his paper entitled The Sources of the Ecloga of the Isaurians.
This paper, which was submitted as an entry for the Argyrios and
Polyxeni Angeletopoulos Prize, systematically investigates the general
and particular sources of the Ecloga promulgated by the Emperors
of the Isaurian dynasty. The author quotes from Graeco-Egyptian
papyri and other sources to support his views on the influence of
Greek law on the provisions of the Ecloga, and he has based his
conclusions on the findings of recent historical studies.

42
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24. A Citation to Mr. Nikolaes Sarafoglou, Honorary Greek Vice-
Consul in Monte Carlo, for his work in propagating Greek scholarship
and Greek literature in the south of France. Mr. Sarafoglou, who is
from Mytilini, stayed there until he had finished high school and then
went to Paris, where he studied French language and literature at
the Sorbonne before going on to the School of Political Science for
postgraduate studies. He holds an unpaid post at the Greek Consulate
in Monte Carlo and has already been awarded the Silver Cross of
the Greek Order of the Phoenix. Many of the activities he organizes
— lectures, broadcasts, discussion meetings and so on — are arranged
in association with the Institut de France.

25. A Citation to the Ypsilantis Society of Nea Trapezounda, Pieria,
in recognition of its 55 years of vigorous efforts to provide cultural
amenities for this small and struggling village in Northern Greece,
whose inhabitants are Greeks from the Pontus region of Asia Minor.
Among its other activities, this cultural society has founded a Folklore
Museum, revived old Pontus customs and published books; it also
runs a library and publishes a monthly news-sheet.

26. Lastly, a Citation to the “Ta Pieria’ Association of Katafiyiots in
Thessaloniki, to mark the completion of fifty years of social, cultural
and patriotic work in the village of Katafiyi, Prefecture of Kozani.
In addition to its charitable works, the Association has launched a
concerted campaign to keep up the traditional customs and popular
arts and crafts of Katafiyi and to foster in the villagers an affectionate
feeling of attachment to their roots.
